The meeting was called to order by Woodbury City Clerk, Roy A. Duffield at 6:00 pm on January 3, 2017 in the Gloucester County Courthouse.  The Clerk led the Pledge of Allegiance and announced that proper notice of the meeting was given to the press and public.

Invocation by Rev. Christine Regan of St. Stephen’s Lutheran Church.

The Clerk read the Open Public Meetings Statement.

City Clerk read the results of the 2016 General Election as to Woodbury City Council & Mayor:

Oath for Councilwoman Carter given by Freeholder Jim Jefferson.

Councilwoman Carter thanked the voters for supporting her and looks forward to continuing her work for the City of Woodbury.

Introduction by City Clerk of David Trovato, Second Ward Council Member, accompanied his wife Cindy, mother Barbara Trovato and mother-in-law Millie Cirone.

Oath for Councilman Trovato was given by Sheriff Carmel Morina.

Introduction by City Clerk of Mayor Elect Jessica Floyd, accompanied by 
her mother Patricia Seagreaves, husband David Floyd and children Nolan, Charlie, and Penny.

Oath for Mayor Floyd was given by Freeholder Deputy Director Joe Chila.

Clerk called for Nomination of Council President. 
On motion of Swanson, seconded by Parker and unanimously approved Councilman Trovato was elected as Council President for 2017.   

Council President Trovato was sworn in by Freeholder Deputy Director Joe Chila.

The City Clerk explained that since Councilwoman Floyd resigned from Council in order to be sworn in as Mayor, there is a vacancy on Council for the remainder of her unexpired term. The Woodbury Democratic Executive Committee submitted three names for consideration: Ken McIlvaine, Chuck Rose, Sam Ferraino. 

Council President Trovato asked for nominations to fill unexpired term of Third Ward Council Member.  On motion of Councilman Swanson, seconded by Councilwoman Parker and unanimously approved, Ken McIlvaine was appointed for the term expiring December 31, 2017.

President Trovato introduced honored guests in the audience, including Assemblywoman Patricia Egan-Jones; Freeholders Joe Chila, Dan Christy, and Jim Jefferson; Sheriff Carmel Morina; and retired WPD Chief Reed Merinuk.

President of Council gave his annual remarks, saying that although he was disappointed Mayor Volk chose to step down, he is excited to serve with Mayor Floyd. During his time on Council he has learned the meaning of Public Service: although it is a difficult task, he hopes to make a positive difference for the citizens of Woodbury.
