Administrator Mike Theokas advised that Hendry’s Court will also be paved shortly.

On motion of Councilwoman Parker, seconded by Councilman Swanson and unanimously approved, the Regular Order of Business was suspended and the floor was opened to the Public for any items.
Audrey Warren, 228 Logan Street approached Council stating that she lost her home due to a fire in May 2015. In June 2015 obtained a demolition permit and contacted the County Assessor. The Assessor has not reduced her assessment and she did not file a tax appeal for 2016. The County Assessor told her she must ask the City to adjust her taxes. Mr. Theokas has spoken with Ms. Warner advised her that the County does all the assessments and we cannot take any further action without Council’s approval.  James Pierson, City Solicitor, stated he will review the matter and advise Council.
Hearing no one else, on motion of Councilman Johnson, seconded by Councilwoman Parker and unanimously approved, the Public Hearing was closed and the Regular Order of Business was resumed.
