The meeting of July 10, 2018 was called to order by Council President Parker at 7:04 pm. City Clerk, Daneen Fuss, led the Pledge of Allegiance followed by a Moment of Reflection.

Presentations and Discussions
JIF Renewal Presentation – Paul Forlenza, TRICO JIF
Christopher Powell of Hardenberg Insurance introduced Mr. Forlenza and Mr. Henry
Mr. Florlenza stated he appreciates the opportunity to discuss the Joint Insurance Fund (JIF). 
Councilwoman Tierney arrived at 7:09pm
Mr. Forlenza distributed a packet of information regarding the Woodbury JIF membership. He then briefly went over the information within the packet.  He stated The JIF is a fluctuating non-profit quasi-municipal government entity governed by the state of New Jersey. He noted where the funding goes within the JIF. Mr. Forlenza thanked Mr. Law for all of his involvement noting that he is involved with JIF on the state level as well. 

Safety on the Agenda – Joe Henry, Hardenberg
Mr. Henry stated Woodbury is very active within the safety committee. Mr. Henry stated that the topic of tonight’s discussion is distracted driving. He then distributed a packet of information to all council members and briefly went over the current standings for the safety committee. Mr. Henry then went over the causes and statistics of distracted driving. He also went over the support the JIF can offer that reinforce driver training to help combat distracted driving. Council President Floyd thanked the gentlemen for their presentations.

The City Clerk read the title of the ordinance.  Councilman Fleming stated most municipalities make the home owner responsible for the area from the house to the cleanout. Councilman Fleming would like to see this adjusted within the current ordinance. Councilman Fleming made a motion to table the ordinance indefinitely seconded by Councilman Swanson.

RESOLUTION NO. 18-122 RESOLUTION OF THE MAYOR AND COUNCIL OF THE CITY OF WOODBURY AUTHORIZING THE EXECUTION OF A CONTRACT RENEWING MEMBERSHIP IN THE GLOUCESTER, SALEM, CUMBERLAND COUNTIES MUNICIPAL JOINT INSURANCE FUND (Renewing Membership with TRICO JIF) Councilman Fleming presented the above titled resolution.  The City Clerk read the title of the resolution.  On motion of Councilman Fleming, seconded by Councilman McIlvaine, Resolution No. 18-122 was adopted by a unanimous voice vote.

RESOLUTION NO. 18-123 RESOLUTION OF THE MAYOR AND COUNCIL OF THE CITY OF WOODBURY TO CANCEL BALANCES ON TAX/WATER / SEWER ACCOUNTS THAT THE CITY OF WOODBURY OWNS BY WAY OF PURCHASE (Self-Explanatory) Councilman Fleming presented the above titled resolution.  The City Clerk read the title of the resolution.  On motion of Councilman Fleming, seconded by Councilwoman Tierney, Resolution No. 18-123 was adopted by a unanimous voice vote.

RESOLUTION 18-124 RESOLUTION OF THE MAYOR AND COUNCIL OF THE CITY OF WOODBURY CANCELLING BALANCES ON WATER / SEWER ACCOUNT THAT WAS BILLED IN ERROR (Cancelling a duplicated bill in the amount of $681.92) Councilman Fleming presented the above titled resolution.  The City Clerk read the title of the resolution.  On motion of Councilman Fleming, seconded by Councilman McIlvaine, Resolution No. 18-124 was adopted by a unanimous voice vote.

RESOLUTION NO. 18-125 RESOLUTION OF THE MAYOR AND COUNCIL OF THE CITY OF WOODBURY AUTHORIZING TREE INVENTORY AND MANAGEMENT PLAN Councilman Fleming presented the above titled resolution.  The City Clerk read the title of the resolution.  On motion of Councilman Fleming, seconded by Councilman Johnson. Councilwoman Tierney stated the Green Team has been working on completing this goal for the past 6 years and has not gotten a copy of the report. Councilman McIlvaine made a motion to table the resolution, seconded by Councilman Johnson. Mr. Law apologized for the oversight.

RESOLUTION NO. 18-126 RESOLUTION OF THE MAYOR AND COUNCIL OF THE CITY OF WOODBURY AUTHORIZING THE MAYORAL EXECUTION OF NJDEP GREEN ACRES GRANT AGREEMENT FOR STEWART LAKE PARK IMPROVEMENTS
PROJECT NO. 0822-17-048 (Applying for funds in the total amount of $655,390) Councilman Fleming presented the above titled resolution.  The City Clerk read the title of the resolution.  On motion of Councilman Fleming, seconded by Councilman McIlvaine, Resolution No. 18-126 was adopted by a unanimous voice vote. Councilman Johnson asked if there is a rendering of the final layout of the improvements. Mr. Brier, City Engineer stated there is a plan but not a final rendering. 

RESOLUTION NO. 18-127 RESOLUTION OF THE MAYOR AND COUNCIL OF THE CITY OF WOODBURY AUTHORIZING CHANGE ORDER NO. 1 FOR THE 2017 LOCAL ROADS RESURFACING PROJECT (Change order for Ricky Slade Construction - increase of $2,199.53 for work performed on Hunter St.) Councilman Fleming presented the above titled resolution. The City Clerk read the title of the resolution. On motion of Councilman Fleming, seconded by Councilman Johnson, Resolution No. 18-127 was adopted by a unanimous voice vote. Councilman McIlvaine asked for an explanation for the need of the change order to which Mr. Brier explained. 

RESOLUTION NO. 18-128 RESOLUTION OF THE CITY OF WOODBURY AUTHORIZING EXECUTION OF AN AGREEMENT BETWEEN THE COUNTY OF GLOUCESTER AND THE CITY OF WOODBURY FOR PARTICIPATION IN THE GLOUCESTER COUNTY ALLIANCE TO PREVENT ALCOHOLISM AND DRUG ABUSE PROGRAM (Renewing Municipal Alliance Program) Councilman Fleming presented the above titled resolution.  The City Clerk read the title of the resolution.  On motion of Councilman Fleming, seconded by Councilman Johnson, Resolution No. 18-128 was adopted by a unanimous voice vote.

RESOLUTION NO. 18-129 RESOLUTION OF THE MAYOR AND COUNCIL OF THE CITY OF WOODBURY AUTHORIZING CHANGE ORDER NO. 1 FOR THE 2017 WATER & SANITARY SEWER IMPROVEMENTS PROJECT (Change order for Kline Construction - increase of $12,561.45 for work performed on a water main replacement) Councilman Fleming presented the above titled resolution.  The City Clerk read the title of the resolution.  On motion of Councilman Fleming, seconded by Councilman Johnson, Resolution No. 18-107 was adopted by a unanimous voice vote. Councilman McIlvaine asked for an explanation for the need of the change order to which Mr. Brier explained.


Vouchers
Councilman Fleming made a motion to adopt the vouchers as presented and certified seconded by Councilwoman Tierney.  Motion approved by a unanimous voice vote. 

ORDINANCE NO. 2287-18 ORDINANCE OF THE MAYOR AND COUNCIL OF THE CITY OF WOODBURY AUTHORIZING THE PURCHASE OF REAL  PROPERTY LOCATED AT 32 WEST BARBER AVENUE, 38 WEST BARBER AVENUEAND 40 WEST BARBER AVENUE IN THE CITY OF WOODBURY Councilman Fleming presented the above titled Ordinance.  The City Clerk read the title of the Ordinance.  Councilman Fleming made a motion to adopt on first reading, seconded by Councilman McIlvaine. Councilman Johnson asked when the Ordinance was put presented to the clerk to be added to the agenda. Mr. Pierson stated the contracts had arrived on Monday evening and an ordinance was presented to the Clerk’s office on Tuesday Morning. Councilman Johnson also asked if these properties would be included in the feasibility study that was approved at the last meeting. Councilman McIlvaine replied yes. Ordinance No. 2287-18 was adopted by a voice vote. Councilman Johnson and Councilwoman Tierney voted no. 

Reports:
Property Maintenance – Councilman Swanson stated in the last month 23 property violation summonses have been issued. He then stated the city received about 25 code violations in the year of 2015. He expressed his gratitude toward Mr. Leech and Officer Pitzo for their hard work.

Policy - Councilman Johnson stated ‘New Business’ and ‘Old Business’ are not on the agenda. He would like to see them added as they are required within the code book. Ms. Fuss stated she would confirm and make the change.

Community Development –Councilwoman Miller stated Community Development had a partnership with the Gloucester County Health and Human Services for senior farmers market voucher. She stated Sorbello Farms of Mullica Hill came out with some very reasonably priced produced that could be purchased on site. Councilwoman Miller then thanked the Sorbello Girls and Bethlehem Baptist Church and Pastore DeShields. Councilman McIlvaine asked if this event was going to happen periodically. To which Councilman Miller replied. The Sorbello Girls also made a donation to the Church for their Saturday meals which are open to everyone.

Report of the Mayor
Mayor Floyd thanked the 4th of July Committee stating the event was an amazing experience as always. Mayor Floyd thanked Liz McIlvaine, Chuck Rose, Councilwoman Carter, the County, and Freeholders. She also thanked Public Works for all of their help, before and after the event. The Police and Fire Departments were both on site and were very active. She also thanked the school for allowing the City to hold the event on their grounds. She thanked Capitan Marro for putting up information regarding bike safety on Facebook. Mayor Floyd asked those who have not done so, please subscribe to ‘What’s Up Woodbury to be kept in the know as things come along. Thank you to all City employees for hard work and dedication during the transition of employees.

Report of the City Clerk – Ms. Fuss has no report at this time.


Department Announcements
Police – Chief Ryan reported the Jr. Police Academy has begun for the next 2 weeks. 70 students are participating this week alone. Chief Ryan went over some of the activities held during this program. He also stated this Thursday is the ‘Meet and Greet’ at Central Baptist. There will be a chance to meet the officers and ask questions. There will also be a portable medicine drop off box onsite as well as complimentary water ice. Chief stated Aug 7th is National Night Out at YMCA. Also, the citywide camera system is beginning as 5 cameras will be received shortly to be used as part of the starter program. 
Finance – Mr. Wright stated the auditors arrived this morning. Also, the city is overdue for physical inventory which will be begining shortly.
Administration – Mr. Law read over the new hires and their start dates
New Hires – Clifton Miller – Housing Inspector Full-Time – July 23rd; Patti Spencer – Clerk/Cashier Part-Time – July 9th; Jared Hunter – Clerk/Cashier Part-Time – August 6th 
Mr. Law thanked the hiring committee for all of their work in the process; Daneen Fuss; Tax Collector, Theresa Mulvenna; Housing Official, John Leech. He also thanked all of those who submitted applications.

Open to the Public
Councilman Johnson made a motion to open the floor to the public for non-agenda items, seconded by Councilman Fleming.  Motion approved by a unanimous voice vote.
Mayor Floyd began by stating Assemblywoman Patricia Egan-Jones and Assemblyman Bill Spearman are present to listen and field questions as is John Leech of the Zoning Department of Woodbury. 
Tom Haas, 54 Lake Drive – Distributed amendments to the packets he delivered to City Council previously in the week.
Rosemary Lukens 41 S. Woodland Ave – Gave detailed report of the concerns of the residents on Woodland Avenue with respect to the properties located at 50 and 58 S. Woodland Ave. She asked what the homes are defined as. She stated the group understands the Housing Laws as well as ADA laws. The group has concerns regarding the effectiveness of the treatment being received when the homes are in such proximity to one another. Ms. Lukes then went over examples of information from Delray, Florida.
Barbara Haas, 54 Lake Drive – Asked how these facilities are being labeled? Mr. Pierson stated most of the homes in question are Oxford or Oxford Type Houses. Oxford does not have 24 hour supervision. These homes are not required to be registered with the state or municipality. Ms. Haas asked if they are Oxford, or Oxford Type. Mr. Pierson stated they are both treated as the same. Ms. Haas asked how the homes are regulated when opening in Woodbury. Mr. Pierson stated they are treated as every other single family home. Councilman Johnson asked if the residence is a single family home or a rental. He also stated the Landlord must update the tenant list as it changes. Councilman McIlvaine stated these properties must be treated as every other single family home. John Leech of the zoning department stated the tenant list must be kept up to date. However, the City cannot go knock on the door to confirm the tenant list is up to date. He stated that if the police are called they can then check the tenant list. 
Barry Sloan, 24 Lake Drive – He believes there are people living in the home in a supervisory capacity. 
Ms. Haas asked if there is a limit to how many people can stay in one home. Mr. Leech stated the Housing code and the minimum number of square feet required per person. Ms. Haas stated her appreciation for the city for looking into the clustering. Ms. Haas read some of the community’s recommendations for fixing these issues. Mr. Pierson stated he cannot advise the council to take any action until numerous reports can be conducted. Ms. Haas then asked the Council to further investigate the issue. Councilman Fleming stated there are zoning laws for treatment facilities and boarding homes which are also under state jurisdiction. Mayor Floyd stated the city has met with State Legislators to discuss the oxford type homes and the attention being drawn to them. Mayor Floyd stated there will be more meetings with the Legislators regarding this matter. Mayor Floyd also reached out to the County to get an overview of things that have been going on in many towns. She has also been working on teaming up with other municipalities.
Barbara stated she would like to go over some of the complaints the residents in the area have.
Frank Fletcher 42 S. Woodland – Mr. Fletcher stated he has been making an effort to work with the individuals. He stated there are people always cursing and arguing loudly outside. Councilman Swanson told Mr. Fletcher to call the police. He stated the home next to him is not an Oxford or Oxford like home. Mr. Fletcher stated the residents leave at 8:00 am come home eat then go back out again for treatment. Mr. Fletcher stated he has safety concerns as well. Mr. Fletcher stated there is about a 30 day turn around and he does not believe that the tenant list is up to date. Chief Ryan stated residents can call the police any time. The city can only investigate if there is a call for service. 
Florence Ryan 51 N. Evergreen Ave – stated the individuals are being picked up at 8:30 am and taken to a treatment sanctuary in Cherry Hill. What has been done in the last 6 months? 
Patricia Eagan Jones stated she is very sympathetic to all the concerns. The Fair Housing Act has removed most of the power from the state and municipal legislation. Assemblywoman Jones stated she would like herself, the mayor, and any others the mayor invites, to go to Trenton and speak with the legislators regarding this matter. She would like to try and find a course of action that works for everyone in Woodbury and maybe eventually the state. 
Steven Humeniuk 29 S. Woodland – Mr. Humeniuk stated he has no problems with the home on the street however there are now three. He has concerns with the amount of people within the house as a safety and sanitary issue
[bookmark: _GoBack]Barbara Nehmad GG Green building – Lives in senior rental housing and is afraid constantly. She received a note left on her door. Also she stated someone is also cusring at her at quarterly meetings. Chief stated he is not aware of the report as he does not see all of the reports filed in the city. He also stated he can look into it tomorrow. 
Florance Ryan – asked if there can be a commitment made that the police will be investigating. 
Jacklin Robson 647 Green St – No one in Woodbury is better than anyone. It is a problem but there is not one solution. Please give consideration and respect to all but allow our streets homes and children to remain safe. 
Tony Doran 46 Lake Drive – Mr. Doran stated he believes that distance the right decision only with regard to making sure that the oxford standard is protected. 
Angela Rhodes 140 Franklin Street –She is very concerned with parking on her street. Also she has concerns with squatters within Woodbury. She also mentioned her concern with the number of vacant homes within our city. 
Rosemary Lukens 41 S. Woodland Ave - She asked if there was any way if they can get on the agenda for a follow-up. Council president parker stated the items don’t go on the agenda unless the council is taking action. 
Mayor Floyd stated there will be a follow-up meeting with Ms. Eagan-Jones
Bill Goodridge 559 Cooper –He would like to know what the plan is for that particular property and the pilot. The property is overgrown and overrun with animals. Weeds behind his house are 5 feet tall. He believes it is a nuisance and a safety concern. 
Councilwoman Tierney asked for an update for the property. Mr. Law stated a meeting with Burris will be taking place on July 25th. 
Councilman Johnson asked where the project is as far as completion. He also expressed his frustration with the agreement and would like to look into revoking the PILOT.
Mason Allen –He wants the city to find out what federal department is responsible for funding these homes. He would like the council to stop these types of homes coming to Woodbury. 
Joe Belko 605 Delaware St. – Will the tree inventory management plan be available online. Mr. Law stated the plan must be reviewed to make sure there is no private information. Mr. Belko also asked for an update on the Gather Building. Mr. Law stated the bid will be completed next week. He asked when the Centre St Properties are coming down? Mr. Law stated the engineer is working on the Gather building first.
 Phylis Kidder 44 N Broad – Ms. Kidder is restoring the property. She spoke with cricket who told her she has used excessive water. She asked that the water be turned off to the property. She is disputing the 817.00 charge as the water has been shut off. Councilman Fleming stated it is nearly impossible to reach the amount of usage she has supposedly used. The council will discuss and the issue with the appropriate department and may have a resolution on the next agenda. 
Jacklin Robinson 647 Green Street – asked if recognition could be given to the residents of Hopkins Street for the preparation and execution of the block party. Mayor Floyd stated the city will put a congratulations on Facebook. 
Councilwoman Tierney made a motion to close the floor to the public, seconded by Councilman Johnson.  Motion approved by a unanimous voice vote.

Adjournment
There being no further business, Councilwoman Tierney made a motion to adjourn, seconded by Councilman Johnson.  Motion approved by a unanimous voice vote.  Meeting adjourned at 10:21 pm.
