The City Clerk read the title of the ordinance. Councilman Fleming made a motion to open to the public; seconded by Councilman McIlvaine. Seeing none, Councilman Fleming made a motion to close the public portion; seconded by Councilman McIlvaine. Councilman Fleming Made a motion to a adopt Ordinance 2287-18; seconded by Councilman McIlvaine. Councilwoman Tierney stated she does not believe this is the best use of the economic development funds. Councilman Johnson thanked Councilman McIlvaine for the discussion regarding these properties. ORDINANCE NO. 2288-18 BOND ORDINANCE AUTHORIZING THE COMPLETION OF VARIOUS CAPITAL IMPROVEMENTS AND THE ACQUISITION OF VARIOUS CAPITAL EQUIPMENT IN AND FOR THE CITY OF WOODBURY, COUNTY OF GLOUCESTER, NEW JERSEY; APPROPRIATING THE SUM OF $2,008,000 THEREFOR; AUTHORIZING THE ISSUANCE OF GENERAL OBLIGATION BONDS OR BOND ANTICIPATION NOTES OF THE CITY OF WOODBURY, COUNTY OF GLOUCESTER, NEW JERSEY IN THE AGGREGATE PRINCIPAL AMOUNT OF UP TO $1,565,809; MAKING CERTAIN DETERMINATIONS AND COVENANTS; AND AUTHORIZING CERTAIN RELATED ACTIONS IN CONNECTION WITH THE FOREGOING
Councilman Fleming presented the above titled ordinance. The City Clerk read the title of the ordinance. Councilman Fleming made a motion to a adopt Ordinance 2288-18 on first reading by title only; seconded by Councilman Swanson.
Councilman Johnson asked how the current debt service is now. To which Mr. Law replied. Councilman Fleming stated the city is getting close to the state allowed limit. He went on to say water and sewer is different as that budget is self-liquidating through water and sewer collections. Councilman Fleming stated he believes the city has not done enough on maintenance for water and sewer lines. Councilman Johnson asked if there is a list of streets to be paved To which Mr. Law replied. Councilwoman Tierney asked why the council was asked to adopt by title only. To which Councilman Fleming replied.

RESOLUTION NO. 18-125 RESOLUTION OF THE MAYOR AND COUNCIL OF THE CITY OF WOODBURY AUTHORIZING TREE INVENTORY AND MANAGEMENT PLAN 
Councilman Fleming presented the above titled resolution. The City Clerk read the title of the resolution. Councilman Fleming made a motion to adopt Resolution 18-125; seconded by Councilwoman Tierney. Councilwoman Tierney thanked Mr. Law for forwarding the plan and was happy with how thorough it was. She stated the plan prioritized all of the trees in the city and details a plan of action. She stated the budget for tree maintenance will be about $100,000 a year. Councilman McIlvaine asked how much on average was spent on tree maintenance in previous years? Mr. Law stated the highest was $80,000. Councilman McIlvaine asked if there are any grants available. To which Mr. Law replied.
 
RESOLUTION NO. 18-130 RESOLUTION OF THE MAYOR AND COUNCIL OF THE CITY OF WOODBURY IMPOSING LIEN(S) FOR PROPERTY MAINTENANCE PURSUANT TO MUNICIPAL CODE §162-4 Councilman Fleming presented the above titled resolution. The City Clerk read the title of the resolution. Councilman Fleming made a motion to adopt Resolution 18-130; seconded by Councilman Swanson.

RESOLUTION NO. 18-131 RESOLUTION OF THE CITY OF WOODBURY AUTHORIZING RELEASE OF THE PERFORMANCE GUARANTEE AND ACCEPTING THE MAINTENANCE BOND OF RICKY SLADE CONSTRUCTION, INC. REGARDING THE FY2017 LOCAL ROADS RESURFACING PROJECT Councilman Fleming presented the above titled resolution. The City Clerk read the title of the resolution. Councilman Fleming made a motion to adopt Resolution 18-131; seconded by Councilman Swanson.

The City Clerk read the title of the resolution. Councilman Fleming made a motion to adopt Resolution 18-133; seconded by Councilwoman Tierney.

RESOLUTION NO. 18-134 RESOLUTION AUTHORIZING PARKER McCAY TO CONDUCT AN EVALUATION OF THE CITY OF WOODBURY’S RESIDENTIAL ZONING DISTRICTS, USES PERMITTED THEREIN AND PROVIDE ADVICE REGARDING PLACEMENT OF COMMUNITY RESIDENCES WITHIN THE CITY’S RESIDENTIAL ZONING DISTRICTS Councilman Fleming presented the above titled resolution. The City Clerk read the title of the resolution. Councilman Fleming made a motion to adopt Resolution 18-134; seconded by Councilman Swanson. Councilman Johnson asked for background on the resolution. Councilman Fleming believes this council needs to have a Special Redevelopment Attorney to look into the issues that have been recently brought up. Parker McCay will be looking into local, state, and Federal laws as well as providing feedback to plan for the future. Councilman Johnson asked if the attorney was giving legal advice or completing research gathering. Councilman Fleming stated both
Reports:
Finance Committee – Councilman Fleming stated the committee will meet to discuss the bond ordinance and welcomes any council person to attend. He also stated the salary ordinance has not been approved and they are working with the unions.
Property Maintenance – Councilman Swanson met with Mr. Leech and Officer Pitzo they are looking for areas to improve.
Policy - Councilman Johnson stated there was a meeting regarding the surveys stating there were not a lot of surveys received back. Councilman Johnson is looking into doing yearly training. He also stated he would like to do an appreciation event, such as employee of the month. 

Report of the Mayor
Mayor Floyd absent –no report

Report of the City Clerk – Ms. Fuss stated City Council has been invited to attend a Woodbury Eagle Scout ceremony on August 18th. Ms. Fuss also announced Bell Lake Park was named the 2018 People’s Choice Best Park.

Administrator – Mr. Law stated the tax collector has received the new tax rate. There will be an extension for payment of the taxes until August 31st. Also, the bid for the gather building has been advertised. The Demolition of 25 and 29 W Centre St. bid will be advertised soon. 

Department Announcements
Library Michelle – Ms. Yeager stated the third event pertaining to the ‘Revisiting the Founding Era’. ‘George Washington and the Problem of Slavery’ is the last event and will be held Thursday August 30th. The Library hours will also be changing to Monday through Thursday 10:30 am to 8:00 pm Friday and Saturday 10:30 am to 5:00 pm.
Engineer – Paul Breier – Councilman Johnson would like an update on the Suiter Baptise Park. Mr. Breier stated the playground equipment is mostly completed and should be done within a weeks’ time. Councilman Johnson asked if there is a leak at the concession stand. Mr. Law stated he spoke with Mr. Leidy who will take a look tomorrow.
Police – Chief Ryan reported the Meet & Greet at Central Baptist went very well. National Night out at the YMCA is also coming up in August. The Junior Police Academy just ended went very well. Chief Ryan stated they will be honoring the graduates of the academy at National Night Out. Also, the department will be hiring two Special Law Enforcement Officers during the next meeting. 
Gloria Holmes asked about bags for medicine disposal and how to get them. 
Councilwoman O’Connor stated she knows three of the Jr Police Grads and they raved about the program.
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Unfinished Business
New Business

Open to the Public
Councilman Johnson made a motion to open the floor to the public for non-agenda items, seconded by Councilman McIlvaine.  Motion approved by a unanimous voice vote.
Rosemary Adams 41 S. Woodland Ave – Thanked the council for passing Resolution 18-134. Ms. Adams Asked what the city has accomplished since the last meeting. Ms. Adams then read a portion of an article Philadelphia Inquirer. She also spoke of an event that occurred on her street regarding one of the group homes. Councilman McIlvaine then asked what occurred when the incident was reported to the police. Ms. Adams stated she went to the police station the following day. 
Frank Fletcher 42 S. Woodland – Thanked Chief Ryan for meeting with him to discuss the procedure of notifying the police. Mr. Fletcher went on to give the schedule of the individuals at these homes. Councilwoman O’Connor asked for clarification for the behavior of the individuals. Mr. Fletcher stated the behavior and language is very unpleasant. Councilman McIlvaine asked Mr. Fletcher what has changed as he was an initial supporter of the homes. Mr. Fletcher stated he still supports the cause.
Regina Chaves 59 S. Woodland – Ms. Chaves stated she called the police for language and noise. She stated she has concerns on how the homes are being operated. Stating there are three properties on the same street. She stated that she does not believe they are Oxford or Oxford Like homes she believes they are sober living facilities. She then went on to say sober living homes are now required to get a Class F License from the state. 
Councilman Johnson asked a question regarding landlord tenant relations as it applies to these homes. To which Mr. Pierson replied. 
Ms. Chaves again stated she believes having three homes on one street defeats the purpose of the recovery. 
Councilman Johnson asked if the city can enforce occupant lists. To which Mr. Pierson replied.
Councilman McIlvaine asked if Ms. Chaves if her main concerns are the spacing and orderly conduct of the homes or something different. Ms. Chaves replied.
Steve Huminik 29 S. Woodland – Stated that group homes are required to be licensed. Mr. Pierson stated the issue here is discussing Oxford and Oxford Like homes. Mr. Huminik asked about property taxes as it relates to these properties. To which Mr. Pierson replied. Mr. Huminik stated Woodbury is in crisis and he would like the City contact the state for the relief with the density of the properties. Mr. Huminik also believes that the properties should be taxed as businesses. 
Barbara Nehmad GG Green Building Apt 201– Ms. Nehmad is concerned with human trafficking and abuse within the homes. She then went on to describe harassment regarding her neighbor. She stated she had then contacted the police department on 2 occasions. A detective was sent out to investigate. Councilman Swanson asked what she is requesting from the Council. She stated she is looking for consistency. 
Chief Ryan then went on to say the police are always here to hear and investigate complaints. He stated Chief, Captain, Mayor, Detectives, and Housing Inspector are involved. He went on to say that within his time as Chief, there has been more done with this particular case than any other case with a similar charge. Ms. Nehmad again asked for an investigation to be done. Council President Parker interjected stating her needs need to be discussed with the police department not City Council.
Steven Danforth owner of 58 S. Woodland – Mr. Danforth stated the Sanctuary rents the property. He stated he would be happy to leave his information and answer any questions. He stated Chris manages the 3 properties. He then stated the Sanctuary of Cherry Hill leases the property as well as the other 2 properties on the street. Councilman Fleming asked how many individuals live in the property. Mr. Danforth stated the number of residents changes. Mr. Danforth recommended the council contact the Sanctuary directly and ask them to come to the meeting to explain. Councilman McIlvaine thanked Mr. Danforth for coming and sharing his information.
Tony Doran 46 Lake Drive – Stated we do not get to pick our neighbors or define what family is. He stated he did not intend to call anyone a bigot. He expressed his nervousness regarding the hysteria and gave his sympathies to Ms. Adams during her experience. He believes everyone needs to be educated further on the situation within the homes. He believes no matter what the city and the neighborhoods decide to do, it needs to be done with compassion. 
Lee Weatherby 303 Centre St. – Broadway Electric Cruise Night this weekend. Car Show will be on Broad Street on September 1st. Parade first Saturday I October. 
Gloria Holmes 19 Nelson Ave – Juneteenth was very successful and she thanked Mr. Law, Councilwoman O’Connor, Councilman Johnson, Ms. Fuss, Mayor Floyd, and Council President Parker for showing support for the event. Suiter Baptise Park is coming together very well. She asked if one of the Basketball parks could be made into soccer field, or another sports area. She stated she is excited to hear of the award for Bell Lake Park. 
Rosemary Adams – asked why there is so much confusion with who owns, or runs the properties. 
Helen Craig 55 N. Evergreen – Ms. Craig stated the property located at 63 N Evergreen is a similar home. She stated she has spoken to the residents and they stated they are under the Sanctuary. She stated she has seen the residents been treated poorly. She has concerns regarding operation of the facility. She would like to have the opportunity to meet with someone from Sanctuary. Councilman McIlvaine stated he agrees this need to be addressed by Parker McCay.
Kieth Gray 23 S. Woodland – He stated he just moved to the neighborhood. He believes these are businesses and would like the studies. 
Barbara Haas 54 Lake Drive – She stated the neighbors do have compassion for the residents in these homes. Concerned with clustering and that the homes are properly regulated. She also thanked the Council for the resolution that was passed. 
Councilman Johnson made a motion to close the floor to the public, seconded by Councilman McIlvaine. Motion approved by a unanimous voice vote.

Adjournment
There being no further business, Councilwoman Tierney made a motion to adjourn, seconded by Councilman McIlvaine.  Motion approved by a unanimous voice vote.  Meeting adjourned at 8:53 p.m.
