Reports:
Councilwoman Carter thanked public works for making improvements to the football field. 
Policy - Councilman Johnson stated he will be holding a policy meeting to discuss the training and possibly doing an employee of the month.

Report of the Mayor
Mayor Floyd stated the Historic Preservation Commission did not meet last week. The Planning Board is not meeting in August. The Human Rights Committee will be meeting on Monday, August 20, 2018. Mayor Floyd also thanked the department heads and the finance committee for collaborating in the completion of the bond ordinance. She expressed her pride in the police department for their dedication and swift actions. Thank you Chief Ryan and the entire department. 

Councilman Fleming stated there is a Storm Water Management video that council needs to watch. He is hoping to have this done at the next Planning Board meeting.

Report of the City Clerk – Ms. Fuss no report at this time.


Department Announcements
Police – Chief Ryan stated it is an ongoing investigation so not much can be said. However, he reported a robbery gone-bad turned into a homicide. Thank you to all officers and detectives who helped complete this arrest. Chief asked for anyone who has any information to come forward at any time as it is still an open case until the trial. He stated he is very proud of all officers and the department is doing everything they can to ensure the city feels safe. Cameras are being installed around the city tomorrow morning. Chief Ryan thanked the prosecutor’s office for their focus on this case. Also, if anyone has any questions please come forward. Chief stated National Night Out went very well and he went over some of the highlights of the event.
Councilman Johnson thanked Chief Ryan.
Councilman Johnson asked if PSEG is going to correct the roadway on Carpenter Street. Engineer, Paul Breier stated the PSEG will complete the pipe work and then repave multiple streets. 
Councilman McIlvaine asked why the dam is going to be relocated. Mr. Breier stated the dam is the city’s and it makes sense to move it to the other side as the bridge will soon be replaces. Councilman McIlvaine asked when the state is replacing the bridge.  To which Mr. Breier replied. Councilman McIlvaine asked if the work for the new bridge work harm the new dam. To which Mr. Breier replied. Councilman McIlvaine asked how difficult would it be to get permits for the docks at the lake by the old police station. Mr. Breier stated plans have been drawn up for as it was originally part of a larger plan. Councilman McIlvaine would like those plans to be sent to all council and have the project moved to the front burner. 

Unfinished Business
New Business
Ms. Fuss stated Inspira Health Network of Gloucester County is requesting permission to hold a calendar raffle on November 14th, and 28th; December 12th, and 26th; and January 9th, and 23rd; and a merchandise raffle on Saturday, October 27th. Proceeds for these events will go to benefit the Inspira Health Network Foundation Gloucester County Inc. The Clerk has deemed their application complete and your approval would be contingent upon approval by Chief Ryan.
Councilwoman Tierney made a motion to approve; seconded by Councilman McIlvaine. Motion approved by voice vote. Councilman Swanson voted no.

Open to the Public
Councilman McIlvaine made a motion to open the floor to the public for non-agenda items, seconded by Councilman Johnson.  Motion approved by a unanimous voice vote.
Rosemary Adams 41 South Woodland Ave. – Thank you for passing Resolutions 18-134 and what the professional has found so far. Mr. Law stated the meeting is this Thursday. She also asked what occurred at the meeting with the county. Mayor Floyd stated the county cancelled the meeting due to the City’s appointment of legal counsel. Mr. Law stated since Ms. Adams has sent the information he has forwarded it to attorney and will be discussed at their meeting on Thursday. Mayor Floyd asked Ms. Adams to bring forward any information that she thinks is pertinent to be discussed during the meeting on Thursday. 
Barbara Nehmad 101 S. Broad St. – Wanted to update the council on the harassment within the GG Green Building. She then stated she has filed a report this morning regarding the harassment. She stated she has a complaint with the police department. Mayor Floyd stated that the there is an appeals process if she wishes to file a complaint. Chief Ryan stated that she may go to the county or state to file an appeal. 
Tony Doran 46 Lake Drive – Woodbury Community Pride has two events coming up in October. October 22nd at 6:30 pm in Council Chambers Debra Fowler who wrote the LGBT curriculum for the state of Massachusetts. She will be discussing prominent LGBT figures throughout history and Major Historical events. Visibility Movements will be held on October 25th at 6:30 pm. Three panelists will be discussing the importance of visibility Christy Mayhan a local film maker; Mark Seagall witnessed stonewall and is the founder and editor of Philly Gay News, and Alan Reese is from the area and stated the Rainbow room. Free and family friendly snacks and drinks will be served. Commercial will be on the Woodbury Community Pride Facebook Page.
Gloria Holmes 19 Nelson Ave – Wing Dickerson Park and suiter baptize park look nice. There are kids running through the streets and the police were right on top of it. She thanked the Police Department.
John Belko 605 Delaware Street. – Would like to get together with the economic development committee to discuss the bids for the semi-permanent structure. Also, September 15th is the last date for Lot 323. He has made the request to allow a number of the improvements at the lot to remain in place. Councilman Swanson asked if the police and public works are going to be used for upkeep and policing the property. Councilwoman Tierney asked if there has been any vandalism to the property in the past. Mr. Belko replied no and FAF would keep an eye on the items. Mayor Floyd asked FAF to meet with the police and public works to get their opinion on how the items will be stored in the off season. Mr. Law asked Mr. Belko to call him and set up a meeting with Police and Public Works. Councilman Johnson asked about the musical park. To which Mr. Belko replied.
Tim Zatzariny 247 S Horace? – 159 S. Broad Street Kennedy Health Network is not paying taxes. Mr. Law stated Kennedy Property Corp is an extension of Kennedy Health non-profit and meets the statutes. Mr. Law went on to say the assessor’s office has control of the situation and the city is looking into an appeal process. Mr. Zatzariny asked if any discussion was had regarding the payment of some form of taxes. To which Mr. Law replied. Councilman McIlvaine stated he intends to ask the company to pay taxes or put money toward a project in Woodbury. Councilman Johnson asked for the city to look into having the Inspira and all of their properties pay taxes as they are mixed use. Councilman Johnson asked for counsel to look into charging taxes to mix use buildings.
Rosemary Adams 41 S. Woodland – Asked who’s responsibility it is to fix the curbing and the sidewalk if the yard was dug up for a water main break. Mr. Law replied.
Lee Wheatherby – Cruise night on Evergreen Avenue tomorrow night. September 1st along Broad Street will be 32nd annual car show. He is expecting a large crowd to have fun and support local businesses. October 6th is the Fall Parade and a mini block party will be in the city parking lot. Mr. Weatherby thanked Council, Mayor and City Departments for all their hard work. 
Cheryl Reifsteck 205 S. Barber Ave. – Goes to the library frequently and stated the library lobby has been overwhelmed with the horrible stench of body odor. She also asked about paving on Leeds Place. To which Councilman Johnson replied.
Amber Patterson 50 Hopkins Street – 47 Hopkins St. has been over grown and the property is almost not visible. She asked who the information needs to be referred to. To which Mr. Law replied.
Chris Collins – He stated he spoke with the detective and he is in the process of filing for the Class F license. He also stated he has the rules for the sober living home and is happy to give them to anyone who asked. Mr. Collins stated he is responsible for all three of the homes. Councilman McIlvaine asked if there were more than ten people in each home. Mr. Collins stated no, there are recovery aids there constantly. Councilman McIlvaine asked Mr. Collins if he lives within the homes. Mr. Collins stated he lives in Haddon Heights. Councilman McIlvaine asked if there is a high turn-over rate. Mr. Collins stated no, the program runs six to nine months however, they can stay as long as they want. Councilman McIlvaine asked if there is a supervisor on site to which Mr. Collins replied yes. Councilman Swanson asked if Mr. Collins can make himself available to meet with the Council. Councilman Swanson stated he needs to gather as much information as possible prior to any action being taken. Councilman Johnson asked when the license will be completed. Mr. Collins stated all three houses are in the process of obtaining a license. Councilman Johnson asked Mr. Collins if he has concerns with the clustering issue. Mr. Collins stated that clustering sounds negative. He went on to say people who are going through this process reach out to large groups to discuss their situations. Mayor Floyd would like to assure Mr. Collins that Council appreciates him being here and answer questions. She also thanked Mr. Collins for being there for the people who have fallen victim to the epidemic. Mayor Floyd would like to meet with Mr. Collins. Mr. Collins stated he is available anytime to give information as he believes communication is key to the whole process. Councilman Fleming asked for clarification. He reiterated Mr. Collins works for Natalie and Natalie rents the homes from the owners. Councilman Fleming asked how individuals get placed in the homes. Mr. Collins stated the individuals can contact him directly or get directed from outside support centers. Mr. Collins stated the vans are owned the company and provide transit to/from school, work, sessions, etc. Councilman McIlvaine asked who Natalie Properties LLC is and do they have a mission statement. Mr. Collins stated he can get that information.
Jordon Mills – one of the directors of the sanctuary. The Sanctuary is a treatment facility and has partnered with Mr. Collins. Ms. Mills stated that when it comes to clustering she can understand the concerns. However she is in recovery and stated she would much rather live next to one of these homes vs some of the other homes she has lived next to. She went on to say the community needs to come together to help in any way to get the individuals the help they need. 
Mr. Collins stated we would like to be a positive influence on the community. 
Barbara Haas – stated she is thrilled that Mr. Collins and Ms. Mills are here tonight. They have answered a lot of questions that she had. She asked what are the homes are technically called. Mr. Collins stated they are called sober living homes. 
Rosemary Adams – is looking for clarification with the incident that occurred with a woman from one of the homes a few weeks ago. Mr. Collins explained the incident. Ms. Adams asked for clarification regarding the rules for the homes. 
Councilwoman Tierney made a motion to close the floor to the public, seconded by Councilman Swanson.  Motion approved by a unanimous voice vote.
