Property Maintenance – Councilman Swanson thanked for the adoption of the ordinances in reference to Property Maintenance
Public Safety – Councilwoman O’Connor the police force is growing and the City is working on getting officers seen. Also the police department is working on safety including loitering. There is discussion of a curfew and the public safety committee is open to any opinions and ideas the public may have. 
Economic Development – Councilman McIlvaine is researching a theater in the City. He also stated the Urban Planners report will be coming through shortly.

Woodbury Juneteenth will be expanding by partnering with the Gloucester County Historical Society through a grant from The New Jersey Council for the Humanities and other partners. There will be new programs and history related events taking place throughout the year.  
Policy - Councilman Johnson stated there has been discussion regarding the insertion of a time clock in City Hall. He is also looking into a City Employee appreciation program. He is glad to hear the training is going well. He would also like to have a suggestion box for the employee’s to be able to voice their concerns and opinions. 
Finance Committee – Councilman Fleming met with auditors last week to review the audit.

Report of the Mayor
Mayor Floyd thanked Lee Weatherby for the success of the car show this year. Lot 323 had their finally and the event went well. She thanked FAF and all of the volunteers for everything they have done. She also thanked Councilwoman Carter stating football had a great opening day. She went on to thank Administrator Law for organizing the diversity training. She finally thanked Public Works for everything they do including taking care of the parks, and vacant property. Also there have been many requests for repairs to roads and unfortunately the weather has not been on our side.  

Report of the City Clerk – Ms. Fuss has no report at this time.

Department Announcements
Police – Chief Ryan, thanked the council for the adopting the promotion resolutions. He stated there has been a rise in vehicles being stolen and asked everyone present to be aware and make sure you’re locking your vehicles. He went on to say if there is anything out of the ordinary please report it. Chief Ryan then stated the department is working to get a second K9 unit on the force. The NOLA cameras are up and working well.
Rich Wright – Budget information is being plugged in now so the council can plenty of time to review.

Barbara Nemad 108 Broad Street – Discussed the harassment she has been receiving and the lack of priority of the Police Department. She referenced an incident outside of her apartment complex this month. She was told to contact the police department for police matters and the appeals office if she so desires.
Mary Carter Main Street Woodbury – Stated the Lunch Munch is scheduled for tomorrow. The Block Party and Fall Festival Parade are coming up as well as, the 150th anniversary of Kemble Church and the Ghost Tours
Lee Weatherby – Thanked the Council, Police and Public Works for their help with the car show. He stated the parade is the longest running City event in the City of Woodbury. The November 11th Veterans Day Ceremony will be done again this year. 
Karen Albertson 125 Lupton Ave. – Requested the minutes be up to date on the website. Ms. Fuss replied.
Councilman Johnson made a motion to close the floor to the public, seconded by Councilman Swanson.  Motion approved by a unanimous voice vote.
