Mayor Floyd stated the Chief is not here as he is receiving an award. Captain Marro was also presented with an award at an event this Thursday. Mayor Floy congratulated our police force. She also went on to say that Woodbury had a tremendous weekend. Block Party, Parade, 130th Anniversary of Kemble. She thanked all of the volunteers for their hard work. She also thanked Lee Weatherby for all of his hard work from Parade. Mayor Floyd was excited to announce the city has received their Municipal Equality Index score of 100 and the only other two towns to receive this score were Hoboken and Jersey City. She also thanked all of the council members who worked on the backyard hen ordinance.

Open to the Public
Councilman Fleming made a motion to open the floor to the public for non-agenda items, seconded by Councilman Johnson.  Motion approved by a unanimous voice vote.
Tammy 42 E. Barber; Linda Wilson 38 E. Barber; (Name inaudible) 34 E. Barber – Stated the parking lot on Baber is a mess and not big enough for the amount of cars meant to park there. Mayor Floyd agreed with the ladies and stated the engineer is working on creating a plan for the area. Mayor Floyd also stated all tickets have been dismissed and no more tickets will be issued until the signs are up the curbs are painted and everything.
Paul Bunn 18 E. Packard Street – 607 Green Street is a mess aesthetically. He stated Officer Pitzo and Mr. Leech are involved. Mr. Bunn has concerns for safety with the house deteriorating and the two fallen trees on the property. Councilman Swanson stated the owner of the property has sold the property and it is currently owned by an LLC. Councilman Swanson assured Mr. Bunn that work progress is being made on the property. Mr. Bunn also stated there is a large number of signs on telephone-polls within the City. Mr. Bunn asked that the city to remove the signs. He also requested an officer be present at West End School between 7am and 8am as people are driving the wrong way down the street.
Lee Weatherby – Thanked all of the volunteers who have come out to help with city events. He believes there are more volunteers in this city than any other town in Gloucester County. The Broad Street Car show went extremely well. He stated the parade had a few problems but overall went very well. Mr. Weatherby went onto thank individual volunteers as well as the Council members. He then stated Main Street will be hosting their Ghost Tours on October 26th; November 11 are the Veterans Day ceremonies, Santa will be coming shortly. Mr. Weatherby thanked the council, public works, police and city hall employees for their participation and aid in the parade.
Jacklin Robinson 647 Green St. – Ms. Robinson stated she has been a resident of Woodbury for many years. She went on to say the City should not be divided into races, colors, or creeds. She stated all people of Woodbury care about each other and in order to be number one we need to treat each other with respect.
