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 MINUTES OF COUNCIL MEETING HELD
NOVEMBER 27, 2018
AT 33 DELAWARE STREET, WOODBURY, NJ  08096



The meeting of November 27, 2018 was called to order by Council President Parker at 7:05 pm. City Clerk, Daneen Fuss, led the Pledge of Allegiance followed by a Moment of Silent Reflection.
  
Open Public Meeting Statement
Ms. Fuss stated that due notice had been given to both the public and the press by posting and publication of Resolution No 18-05 adopted at the 2018 Reorganizational Meeting of Mayor and Council on January 2, 2018.

Minutes  
Councilman Swanson made a motion to adopt the minutes of September 11th, September 25th, October 09th, and October 23rd, seconded by Councilman Johnson.
Councilman McIlvaine abstained from the meeting of October 23, 2018; Councilwoman Tierney abstained from the meeting of September 25, 2018; Council President Parker abstained from the meeting of September 11, 2018; Councilman Fleming abstained from the meeting of October 23, 2018. Motion approved by voice vote.

Presentations and Discussions
None at this time.

Open to the Public for Agenda Items Only
Councilman Swanson made a motion to open the floor to the public, seconded by Councilwoman Tierney. Motion approved by a unanimous voice vote.
Anthony Chiesa, 36 Rugby Place – Asked why the city is withdrawing from the current court agreement. He then asked if the current court agreement is effective and cost saving. Councilman Swanson clarified that the city needs to provide 12 months’ notice to East Greenwich before we can explore any options. Councilman Swanson went on to say this ordinance does not mean the city will no longer be involved with East Greenwich. However, this ordinance needs to be adopted before the city can look into another shared service agreement, reinstate court facilities in the city, or renegotiate the current agreement with East Greenwich. 
Councilman Johnson made a motion to close the floor to the public, seconded by Councilwoman Tierney. Motion approved by a unanimous voice vote.

Mr. Law replied. Motion approved by a unanimous voice vote

RESOLUTION NO. 18-184 RESOLUTION OF THE MAYOR AND COUNCIL OF THE CITY OF WOODBURY PROVIDING FOR THE INSERTION OF SPECIAL ITEMS OF REVENUE IN THE BUDGET OF THE CITY OF WOODBURY PURSUANT TO N.J.S. 40A:4-87 (CHAPTER 159, P.L. 1948) FY2018 CLEAN COMMUNITIES GRANT Councilman Fleming introduced the above titled resolution. Ms. Fuss read the title of the resolution. Councilman Fleming made a motion to adopt resolution 18-184 seconded by Councilman Swanson, motion dropped. Councilwoman Tierney made a motion to amend the third paragraph of the current resolution to state ‘City of Woodbury’ Councilman Johnson seconded. Motion approved. Councilman Fleming made a motion to adopt resolution 18-184 as amended, seconded by Councilman Swanson. Motion approved by a unanimous voice vote

RESOLUTION NO. 18-185 RESOLUTION OF THE CITY COUNCIL OF THE CITY OF WOODBURY AUTHORIZING THE SIGNATURE OF A MEMORANDUM OF AGREEMENT BETWEEN THE CITY OF WOODBURY AND UFCW LOCAL 1360 Councilman Fleming introduced the above titled resolution. Ms. Fuss read the title of the resolution. Councilman Fleming made a motion to adopt resolution 18-185 seconded by Councilwoman Tierney. Councilman Fleming asked for a review on the negotiations. To which Mr. Law replied. Councilman Johnson stated he reviewed the agreement and is pleased with the structure of the document. Motion approved by a unanimous voice vote

Vouchers
Councilman Fleming made a motion to adopt the vouchers as presented and certified, seconded by Councilwoman Tierney.  Motion approved by a unanimous voice vote. 

Reports:
Councilman Fleming – Finance committee will be meeting soon to go over the budget.
Councilwoman Carter – Asked Mayor Floyd to speak on the football game. Mayor Floyd stated the Woodbury Junior / Senior Football team won the Championship game with a final score of 38-0. She commended the players, cheerleaders, coaches and supporting families for being out and playing in such foul weather. 
Councilwoman Miller – Philabundance is still handing out fresh food every Thursday for free. You may call 978-600-8066 to see if it was cancelled due to weather. Councilwoman Miller also stated she also attended the Woodbury Community Pride (WCP) Drag Brunch stating she had fun. WCP also had their first annual Film Festival. They also had their ‘We Were There’ event where the Councilwoman stated she learned a lot about the history of the Gay Pride movement. She also attended the Evergreen Avenue School Halloween Parade stating she is happy that the school carries on the tradition of the parade. Councilwoman Miller stated she also attends all of the Steelers games and congratulated the team and the coaches on their Championship win.
Councilman Johnson –Attended the Veteran’s Day ceremony and is proud that the city holds an event to honor those service men and women.
Councilwoman O’Connor – Public Safety, Police and Fire meetings have been going well. She thanked Chief Ryan for putting together the ordinance and stated the Fire Department has been working on changes as well. 

Report of the Mayor
Mayor Floyd stated the Santa parade and tree lighting are scheduled for this Saturday beginning at 6:00pm at the CVS and ending at City Hall. She invited the Steelers to walk in the parade and be recognized. Mayor Floyd stated she attended the most recent school board meeting. Principal Bradock held a 30 minute presentation showing how the community needs to work together in order for the children to do better. Mayor Floyd then stated the city is going to proactively look into issues such as the legalization of marijuana in NJ. As well as ask the Planning and Zoning board to review information on AirB&B’s. Mayor Floyd finished her report by announcing the finalization of a City Newsletter due to be mailed to residents in the coming week.
 
Report of the City Clerk – Ms. Fuss reported RFP’s and RFQ’s have been published and are due to her office no later than December 13th. She thanked Mr. Law for all of his help in getting this together. She also stated she is preparing for the Reorganization meeting and will be e-mailing the newly elected officials for information on who they intend to have present for support during their swearing in. She informed the Council about 3 upcoming seminars and asked that if they wish to attend, they should contact her office.

Department Announcements
[bookmark: _GoBack]Police – Chief Ryan stated the Woodbury City Police department has been accredited the longest in the county. Also the New Jersey State Police came to the station to asses all action taken place from procedure to paperwork. Chief Ryan stated he is proud of Brian Boucher for all his work in preparation for their visit. The police department received high marks from the State Police. Chief Ryan also informed the council that officers once again helped with the food bank at Barber and Evergreen. He informed the Council the officers have been given the option to grow facial hair in November in honor of men’s health month. Plans are in motion to hold active shooter training in cooperation with Homeland Security, and the County Prosecutors office, focusing on houses of worship. Active shooter drills will be taking place at the Woodbury schools as well. Chief Ryan asked residents to pay attention to lighting on their street. He stated if trees are growing and covering lighting on your street, please contact the Woodbury Police Department or Public Works. Chief Ryan finished by stating “We Support Our Police” signs are for sale by PBA at the police department. 

Unfinished Business
Mr. Law discussed where the City stands with the ‘Gather’ building. He stated the structure went to bid October 16th. Mr. Law recommended a committee be appointed to discuss procedures and how the building will operate. Councilman McIlvaine asked if he and Councilwoman Miller can be a part of that committee. Councilwoman Tierney volunteered as well.
New Business
Councilwoman Miller asked where the art installation behind City Hall was moved to. Mr. Law explained. Mr. Law then stated Public Works redesigned the area behind City Hall to be safe, less clutter, and more appealing to the eye. Councilwoman asked if the councilwoman whose plaque was moved, contributed to the garden.
Open to the Public
Councilwoman Tierney made a motion to open the floor to the public for non-agenda items, seconded by Councilman McIlvaine.  Motion approved by a unanimous voice vote.
Barbara Hass 54 Lake Drive – Ms. Hass read an update of the sober living homes within the city on behalf of Rosemary Adams. Ms. Hass asked if the City is aware that the homes in question are not licensed. 
Chrystal Morez – The Steelers are playing in All-Star Game on Saturday, December 1st and therefore are unable to be at the parade on Saturday. Councilwoman Carter asked for contact information to do certificates. 
Barbara Nehmad 108 S. Broad Street Apt 201 – Congratulated all of those who ran for office in November. She also stated she is glad the police are being proactive with the active shooter training. Ms. Nemhad then asked how the police department operates; as she is having an issue with a complaint she has filed and she has not heard back from the department. Chief Ryan stated someone will reach out to Ms. Nehmad tomorrow and if anyone else has an issue with the police department procedures to please contact him directly.
Gloria Holmes – Stated 4 churches in Woodbury worked together to donate turkeys
John Belko – Stressed to the council that if they would like to have the Gather building up by spring a decision needs to be made as soon as possible. Councilman Johnson would like to look into the city having a backup plan for that property. 
Councilwoman Tierney made a motion to close the floor to the public, seconded by Councilman Johnson.  Motion approved by a unanimous voice vote.
Adjournment
There being no further business, Councilwoman Tierney made a motion to adjourn, seconded by Councilman Swanson.  Motion approved by a unanimous voice vote.  Meeting adjourned at 8:09 p.m.
