


     MINUTES OF COUNCIL MEETING HELD
JULY 09, 2019
AT 33 DELAWARE STREET, WOODBURY, NJ  08096

The meeting of July 09, 2019 was called to order by Council President Parker at 7:00 pm. Council President Parker led the Pledge of Allegiance followed by a Moment of Reflection.
  
Open Public Meeting Statement
Ms. Fuss stated that due notice had been given to both the public and the press by posting and publication a notice in accordance with the Open Public Meetings Act adopted at the 2019 Reorganizational Meeting of Mayor and Council on January 5, 2019.

Councilman Fleming made a motion to approve the minutes of June 20, 2019 and June 25, 2019 seconded by Councilwoman O’Connor. Motion passed by voice vote. Councilwoman Tierney abstained from the June 25, 2019 minutes.

Presentations and Discussions

RESOLUTION NO.19-115 RESOLUTION OF THE CITYCOUNCIL OF THE CITY OF WOODBURY AUTHORIZING PROMOTION OF BRANDON VOLK FROM SLEO II TO FULL TIME OFFICER IN THE WOODBURY POLICE DEPARTMENT Councilman Fleming presented the above titled resolution. Ms. Fuss read the title of the resolution. On motion of Councilman Fleming, seconded by Councilwoman Carter Resolution 19-115 was adopted by unanimous voice vote. Councilwoman O’Connor read a brief biography of Brandon Volk. 
Mayor Floyd swore in Mr. Volk as Patrolman of the City of Woodbury. She then congratulated Patrolman Volk on his promotion. Patrolman Volk thanked his family, Chief Ryan and City Council for their support. Councilman Johnson arrived at 7:06 pm. Chief Ryan then thanked the Mayor and Council for their support in the Police Department. He then went on to commend Patrolman Volk of his accomplishments and expressed his excitement in the future.

Open to the Public for Agenda Items
Councilwoman Tierney made a motion to open the floor to the public, seconded by Councilwoman Carter. Motion approved by a unanimous voice vote.

Seeing no one, Councilman Johnson made a motion to close the floor to the public, seconded by Councilman McIlvaine.  Motion approved by a unanimous voice vote.

Resolutions, Ordinances

ORDINANCE NO. 2309-19 AN ORDINANCE OF THE CITY OF WOODBURY, NEW JERSEY, AMENDING CHAPTER 202 OF THE CODE OF THE CITY OF WOODBURY BY AMENDING ARTICLE I, SECTION 202-4 “DEFINITIONS”; ARTICLE III, SECTION 202-10, R-90 “USE REGULATIONS”; ARTICLE IV, SECTION 202-14, R-60 “USE REGULATIONS”; ARTICLE V, SECTION 202-18, R-35 “USE REGULATIONS”; ARTICLE VI, SECTION 202-22, R-15 “USE REGULATIONS”; ARTICLE VII, SECTION 202-27, PLANNED APARTMENT DISTRICTS “USE REGULATIONS”; AND ARTICLE XX, SECTION 202-102, R-100 “USE REGULATIONS” Councilman Fleming presented the above titled ordinance. Ms. Fuss read the title of the ordinance. On motion of Councilman Fleming, seconded by Councilman McIlvaine, Ordinance 2310-19 was opened to the public with Kevin Sheehan and Bob Melvin to discuss the Ordinance. Mr. Alice swore Mr. Melvin in to affirm the information he is about to give is true and correct. Mr. Melvin stated this ordinance relates directly to sober living homes. He discussed the different types of recovery homes, and the State regulations that pertain to each of them. Mr. Melvin went over the purpose of the ordinance and the ways to regulate recovery homes in the city of Woodbury. He stated the ordinance regulates the distance between recovery homes being set as 528 feet in all directions beginning at the property line. Councilwoman Tierney asked how the City knows where these properties are right now and can an Oxford house be next to another ‘F’ License Facility? Mr. Melvin replied. Kevin Sheehan discussed the requirements of needing an “F” license as opposed to friends or other unrelated persons owning a home together. Councilman Johnson asked how to identify or report a suspected sober living home. Mr. Sheehan stated the city must report the home to the DCA. Councilman McIlvaine asked if we will ever know who lives in these types of homes. Mr. Sheehan replied no. Mayor Floyd thanked the Haas family for their support. 
Seeing no one Councilman Johnson made a motion to close to the public, seconded by Councilman McIlvaine. On motion of Councilman Fleming, seconded by Councilman McIlvaine adopted on second reading by a roll call vote resulting in the following:

ORDINANCE 2310-19 AN ORDINANCE OF THE CITY COUNCIL OF THE CITY OF WOODBURY, COUNTY OF GLOUCESTER, STATE OF NEW JERSEY AMENDING CHAPTER 190 ENTITLED “VEHICLES AND TRAFFIC” OF THE CODE OF THE CITY OF WOODBURY Councilman Fleming presented the above titled ordinance. Ms. Fuss read the title of the ordinance. On motion of Councilman Fleming, seconded by Councilwoman Tierney Ordinance 2310-19 was adopted on first reading by unanimous voice vote. Councilman Johnson asked for clarification. Chief Ryan replied.

RESOLUTION NO. 19- 116 RESOLUTION OF THE CITY COUNCIL OF THE CITY OF WOODBURY AUTHORIZING EMERGENCY FUNDS FOR REPAIRS TO A SINK HOLE ON ALLEN STREET; STORMDRAIN PIPE ON SOUTH BARBER AVENUE; STORMDRAIN PIPE ON SOUTH WARNER AND SOUTH HORACE STREET AND ADDITIONAL STREET REPAIRS Councilman Fleming presented the above titled resolution. Ms. Fuss read the title of the resolution. On motion of Councilman Fleming, seconded by Councilwoman Tierney Resolution 19-116 was adopted by unanimous voice vote. Councilwoman Tierney asked for the total cost of the repairs. Mr. Law stated the repairs will cost approximately $1.2 Million. He went on to discuss the option the city has for paying for this cost. FEMA funding was discussed. Councilman McIlvaine asked how this can be prevented in the future. Ms. Vardaxis stated the age of the pipe is the main factor. She suggested budgeting for the storm water replacement in the future. Councilman McIlvaine asked that council discuss pipe videoing at a future meeting.

RESOLUTION NO. 19 – 117 RESOLUTION OF THE CITY OF WOODBURY AUTHORIZING CHANGE ORDER NO. 2 FOR THE LANDBERG CONSTRUCTION, LLC CONTRACT FOR MILLING AND OVERLAY ON THE “WEST CENTRE STREET RESURFACING” PROJECT REQUIRING EXTRA WORK FOR PAVING, DRIVEWAYS, AND CURB AND SIDEWALK RAMPS Councilman Fleming presented the above titled resolution. Ms. Fuss read the title of the resolution. On motion of Councilman Fleming, seconded by Councilwoman Miller Resolution 19-117 was adopted by unanimous voice vote. Councilman McIlvaine asked for clarification of the need of the increase. Ms. Vardaxis replied.

Ms. Fuss read the title of the resolution. On motion of Councilman Fleming, seconded by Councilman McIlvaine Resolution 19-118 was adopted by unanimous voice vote.

RESOLUTION NO. 19-119 RESOLUTION OF THE CITY COUNCIL OF THE CITY OF WOODBURY ADOPTING TECHNOLOGY RISK MANAGEMENT STANDARDS IN COMPLIANCE WITH THE NEW JERSEY MUNICIPAL EXCESS LIABILITY JOINT INSURANCE FUND’S CYBER RISK MANAGEMENT PLAN’S TIER TWO REQUIREMENTS Councilman Fleming presented the above titled resolution. Ms. Fuss read the title of the resolution. On motion of Councilman Fleming, seconded by Councilman McIlvaine Resolution 19-119 was adopted by unanimous voice vote. Councilman Fleming reminded the council there is a fair amount of IT related controls for the water and sewer management. 







RESOLUTION NO. 19-120 RESOLUTION OF THE CITY COUNCIL OF THE CITY OF WOODBURY AUTHORIZING THE ADOPTION OF AN EMPLOYMENT AGREEMENT BETWEEN THE CITY OF WOODBURY AND FRANKLIN BROWN Councilman Fleming presented the above titled resolution. Ms. Fuss read the title of the resolution. On motion of Councilman Fleming, seconded by Councilwoman Tierney Resolution 19-120 was adopted by unanimous voice vote. Councilman Johnson thanked Council President Parker and the Mayor for sharing the agreement. 

Vouchers
Councilman Fleming made a motion to adopt the vouchers as presented and certified, seconded by Councilwoman Tierney. Motion approved by a unanimous voice vote. 

Reports:
Councilman Fleming reported he is hopeful the budget will be available at the next meeting.
Councilwoman O’Connor stated the Public Safety meeting was rescheduled.
Councilman Hagerty reported the RFP for an Economic and Community Development Consultant are due next week. He stated the Code Enforcement Department is always looking for ways to improve. He then read off the comparisons of court summons, code violations, CO inspections and towed abandoned vehicles from June 2018 to June 2019.

She also stated Philabundance hands out great fruits and vegetables. However, some families do not know how to cook things like squash, or eggplant. She stated Bethlehem Baptist Church may begin to hold cooking classes or pamphlets for these types of food. 
Councilwoman Carter attended the midget football mini-camp last week. 
Councilwoman O’Connor thanked the police department, public works and the emergency management team for maintaining order during the Fireworks display on July 6th. 

Report of the Mayor – Mayor Floyd thanked all departments for helping with the fireworks display. She gave special thanks to Joe Buono, Liz McIlvaine, Chuck Rose, John Leech, and Chuck Rose for all of their hard work. She also thanked the Emergency Management team for taking care of an emergency and the fireworks. She gave a brief welcome to Mr. Brown and thanked John Leech for stepping up in the absence of an administrator. She gave a brief congratulations to Main Street Woodbury for the receipt of a $125,000 grant. She also congratulated Nzingha Rothmiller for her recent accomplishment of being named NJ 2019 Boys and Girls Club Youth of the Year. She stated she will be presenting Ms. Rothmiller with a proclamation in September. 

Report of the City Clerk – Ms. Fuss asked for approval of two social affairs permits for the FAF Coalition to hold the next two Lot 323 events. Councilwoman Tierney made a motion to approve the permits seconded by Councilman Johnson. Motion carried by unanimous voice vote. 





Department Announcements
Erika Vardaxis – Engineer – Ms. Vardaxis reported West Centre Street paving is complete. Paving will resume on Leeds Place in 2 weeks. The Gather Building electric is complete and the landscaping is in progress.  Councilman McIlvaine asked if the plan for the Woodbury creek dam was submitted. Ms. Vardaxis stated that Dam safety has not responded to the plan submission. Further discussion was held regarding the Woodbury Creek Dam.
Chief Thomas Ryan – Police – Chief Ryan thanked the public for their cooperation and good sportsmanship during the Fireworks. He also stated the Emergency Management issue was cleared quite quickly. He went on to thank council for the promotion of Brandon Volk. The Junior Police Academy’s fourth year is in full swing and National Night Out is coming soon. 
John Leech – Property Maintenance and Code Enforcement – Mr. Leech stated the progress of property maintenance in the month of June is a reflection of Clifton Miller and Jeff Pitzo. He also thanked the Office of Emergency Management team for all of their hard work on Saturday.
Bob Law – Finance – Mr. Law thanked the council for adopting the resolutions pertaining to JIF.

Barbara Haas, 108 S. Broad Street – Discussed a negative experience she had with the police department. She asked that no comments be returned to her at this time. 

Nancy and Jim LaCroix, 302 Edith Ave – Discussed a drainage problem on their street. They asked when the storm drain is going to be replaced. Ms. Vardaxis replied. The stated Mr. Leidy of the City of Woodbury Public Works department has been great in keeping communication lines open on the matter. 

Fran  Hardwell of DVRPC – Thanked Mr. Law, Chief Ryan, Ms. Carter, Mr. Campbell, and Council for speaking and participating in the Trolley Tour. 
John Belko of the FAF Coalition – Welcomed Mr. Brown to Woodbury. He then asked what the current administrator will be making as a salary. Mr. Law Replied. 

Jacklin Robinson 647 Green Street – Stated she met Mr. Brown during the fireworks and she was impressed by him. She thanked the council for voting him in. She also commented on the Woodbury Police Department stating they have always been kind, accepting and respectful. 

Pam Lewis, 115 West Street – Expressed her admiration for the Code enforcement department of the city of Woodbury. She stated the code enforcement department does what they can to make sure the city is clean and safe. She stated the code enforcement department is directly related to the betterment of the community and urged the council to support their department further. 

Councilman Johnson made a motion to close the floor, seconded by Councilman Hagerty. Motion approved by a unanimous voice vote.
