Ms. Fuss read the title of the resolution. On motion of Councilman Fleming, seconded by Councilman McIlvaine Resolution 19-126 was adopted by unanimous voice vote. Councilman Johnson asked Chief Ryan why it is important to have officers in school and how this agreement came to be. Chief gave a brief background on the history of officers in Woodbury and the surrounding towns. He then went over the schedule of events that took place to create the agreement. Councilman Johnson asked if these positions are going to be filled from the current police force. Chief Ryan replied stating interviews are taking place. Chief Ryan also went over the differences between the different levels of Special Law Enforcement Officers. Councilman Fleming thanked Mr. Brown and Chief Ryan for getting this item on the agenda so quickly.

Councilman Fleming reported Chief Volk would like to hire two new volunteer fire fighters, Harry Hollywood and Richard White pending the results of their background checks. Councilman Fleming made a motion to approve the two new fire fighters pending their results of their background checks, seconded by Councilwoman Tierney. Councilman Johnson asked if these were full time or volunteers. Council President Parker replied. 
Councilman Fleming also reported the finance committee will be going over the salary ordinance and capital projects.
Councilwoman O’Connor thanked Mr. Brown and Chief Ryan for getting Resolution 19-126 on the agenda so quickly. She reported National Night Out is scheduled for August 6th from 6:00 pm to 9:00 pm. Councilwoman O’Connor stated the Fire Department is adjusting well to the new chief. 

Report of the Mayor – Mayor Floyd thanked the Public Works, Police and Fire for all of their hard work with the clean up after the storm. She also stated Greenfields is hosting a Tri-County Swim Championship with anywhere from 6,000 to 10,000 people said to be attending during the two day event. She also stated the City hosted a Town Hall yesterday with Donald Norcross where they honored Command Sergeant Major Joseph Brennan. She went on to thank the councilpersons who attended the event.

Report of the City Clerk – Ms. Fuss has no report at this time.

Bob Law – Finance – Mr. Law thanked the council for adopting the resolutions pertaining to the budget. He then gave a brief synopsis on the next steps for the finance department. He then stated the tax bills will have a 25 day grace period. 
Erika Vardaxis – Engineer – Ms. Vardaxis reported Local Roads Project will begin next week on Leeds Place. She then asked if there were any questions pertaining to her report.

He went on to say the Junior Police Academy was a great success and the kids got a lot out of it. He then went on to go over the events planned for National Night Out on August 6th. Chief Ryan thanked all of the residents for their patience with the power outages, and thanked Public Works and Fire as well. Councilwoman O’Connor stated this is her 4th power outage in 4 day and Officers continued to drive by regularly to make sure everything was ok during the power outages. 
Michael McCaughey – Public Works – Mr. McCaughey thanked all the departments for their hard work during the crazy weather. He also reported the school summer program is going well. Storm debris is continuing to be cleared. Work with Pioneer Pipe Co. is still in progress. Councilman Johnson thanked Public Works for working overtime when the rain flooded out so many basements. Chief Ryan stepped in to report the public works school kids did an amazing job with the gardens at the police station in the heat.
