


     MINUTES OF COUNCIL MEETING HELD
JUNE 11, 2019
AT 33 DELAWARE STREET, WOODBURY, NJ  08096

The meeting of June 11, 2019 was called to order by Council President Parker at 7:03 pm. Council President Parker led the Pledge of Allegiance followed by a Moment of Reflection.

Vouchers
Councilwoman O’Connor made a motion to adopt the vouchers as presented and certified seconded by Councilwoman Tierney. Motion approved by a unanimous voice vote. 

Reports:
Councilwoman O’Connor reported the Public Safety Committee has met. Discussion included Community Policing and Watch Over Woodbury. She stated other towns are showing interest in the Watch Over Woodbury project. The program is currently evaluating the residential expansion.
Councilman Fleming arrived at 7:10 pm

Councilman Hagerty reported for the Economic Development Committee stating the Classic Towns Trolley Tour will be held this Thursday. He stated the City is now in dialog with the new leaders of the Atrium. Councilman Hagerty stated a Request for Qualifications would be going out shortly for the redevelopment of the 100 block of S. Broad Street. Also, a Request for Proposals will be going out for a Community and Economic Development Organizer. Councilman Hagerty reported for the Property Maintenance Committee as well. stating that information on the Recycle Coach app has gone out as well as information on how to report property maintenance issues. He then read the April/May 2018-2019 comparison numbers for the amount of Property Maintenance Notices of Order, Court Summonses, and Housing Inspections were issued by the City. Councilman Johnson asked if the Atrium’s contract would be changing. Councilman McIlvaine stated slightly and the new administration is being very positive and professional in the process. Councilwoman Tierney asked for the status of the liquor license. Ms. Fuss replied. 
Councilman Johnson reported he attended the two most recent grand openings in the City. He also suggested the City hire a consultant to evaluate what the City can be doing to better aid small business owners. 
Councilwoman Miller reported Community Pride has just awarded a grant to A Tale of Two Creatives, a Woodbury Small Business. She stated she attended the Community Pride Gala and it was very nice. She also attended the ribbon cuttings in town and was happy to welcome their business. She went on to list the many upcoming Juneteenth events.
Councilwoman Tierney reported the Gather Committee held a meeting to discuss progress. She stated the landscaping will begin soon and PSE&G will be out to connect electric as well. She stated she has attended the WORC cocktail party as well as the White Table Gala. She thanked Mary Carter and other volunteers for their hard work and stressed that everyone attend fundraising events such as these to help our local organizations.

Report of the Mayor – Mayor Floyd reported there will be an event being held at the Soccer Complex. She stated the Watch Over Woodbury project is really taking off and thanked Chief Ryan for all of his hard work. She went on to thank all of the individuals involved in Property Maintenance. She stated she attended the Rainbow Gala along with Councilwoman Miller and Councilwoman Carter. At this event the City was awarded the Rainbow Award for outstanding support to the LGBTQ Community. She finished by stating the FAF organization was awarded $1,000.00 for there participation in the Art Tank projects in Atlantic City.

Report of the City Clerk – Ms. Fuss reported the Community Events Coordinator, Cassidy Swanson started today. The IT department is finalizing her station. She will initially be working with the fireworks committee on the Fireworks scheduled for July 6th and creating a working master list of all of the community leaders and organizations in the City. She then clarified information regarding the renewal of the liquor licenses in the City.

Department Announcements
Engineering – Erika Vardaxis – Reported Centre Street is finalizing their project and the punch list. The roads next to be worked on include East Red Bank, Leeds Place, and Green Avenue. Councilman Fleming asked if Ms. Vardaxis could set up a meeting to discuss the Neighborhood Preservation Grant.
Police – Chief Ryan – Asked all present to report property Maintenance issues at once. He went on to say the police website has been updated and Watch Over Woodbury is becoming very popular. The cameras have also been upgraded with the Automatic License Plate readers. He finished by stating the Junior Police Academy will be beginning shortly and the department is looking forward to it. 
Finance – Richard Wright – Discussed the Neighborhood Preservation grant and goals for the funds.

New Business
The FAF Coalition is requesting approval of the social affairs permit for their Lot 323 event on June 28, 2019 and July 12, 2019. The application has been submitted and reviewed by the Chief of Police as well as the City Clerk. Councilwoman Tierney made a motion to approve the applications as described, seconded by Councilman Hagerty. Motion approved by voice vote.

Popsy Pop, AKA Mister Softee, is requesting permission to sell soft serve and novelty ice cream from June 12, 2019 to October 25, 2019 within the city of Woodbury. They have completed an extended seasonal sales vendor application, paid the municipal fee, and will comply with all regulations of Chapter 141 entitled, Peddling and Soliciting, of the code of the City of Woodbury. The application has been reviewed and endorsed by the City Clerk. The background check has also been reviewed and endorsed by Captain Marro. Councilwoman Tierney made a motion to approve the applications as described, seconded by Councilman Fleming. Motion approved by voice vote.

Open to the Public
Councilman Johnson made a motion to open the floor to the public for non-agenda items, seconded by Councilwoman O’Connor. Motion approved by a unanimous voice vote. Council President Parker reminded all of the 5 minute time limit per individual.
