ORDINANCE NO. 2308-19 ORDINANCE OF THE CITY COUNCIL OF THE CITY OF WOODBURY AMMENDING CHAPTER 20 ENTITLED FIRE DEPARMENT OF THE CODE OF THE CITY OF WOODBURY Councilman Fleming presented the above titled ordinance. The City Clerk read the title of the Ordinance. Councilman Fleming made a motion to open the floor to the public seconded by Councilwoman O’Connor. 

Lester Theodore – Representative of Friendship Fire Department – Stated the information in the ordinance up for adoption this evening was not given to him and there are parts of the ordinance he does not agree with. Council President Parker stated when the ordinance was being amended there were representatives from all fire divisions, Council, and other public safety officials. She stated the Friendship Fire Department had a seat at the table. Mr. Theodore stated he disagrees with Section 3 stating the Fire Official will have equal rank as a Deputy Chief. Discussion continued on the responsibilities of the Fire Official during business hours. Mayor Floyd stated if the Council decides to adopt the ordinance this evening and some issues arise, those issues can be documented and the ordinance can then be revisited. Councilwoman O’Connor stated this was not just a council decision. She stressed that all groups relating to fire and public safety were invited and involved in multiple meetings.

Councilman Hagerty made a motion to close the floor to the public, seconded by Councilwoman O’Connor. Councilman Fleming made a motion to adopt Ordinance 2308-19 seconded by Councilman McIlvaine. Motion passed via a roll call vote resulting in the following:
