Presentations and Discussions

Joe Henry of Hardenbergh insurance gave a brief presentation entitled “Put safety on the Agenda”. Mr. Henry discussed the responsibilities and duties of the City’s Safety Coordinators.

Councilman Fleming reported he is hopeful the budget will available on the first meeting of July. 
Councilwoman Carter stated the president of the midget football invited the council to attend their mini-camp any day this week from 6:00 pm to 7:30 pm.
Councilwoman Miller stated they are wrapping up Juneteenth events. The most recent event, They Slice the Air was held on the 15th. A Time for Change exhibit is free and will be available up until the 30th. Councilwoman Miller also attended the soccer field on the 13th to congratulate them on 50 years. She finished by stating Evergreen Preschool’s graduation was very nice and she urged council to go to the schools during the year to see the wonderful things they do for the kids.

Report of the Mayor – Mayor Floyd reported Loren Dann spearheaded the Say Nice Things About Woodbury movement. Her and her family will be dedicating a mural on Friday and council is invited to attend. Mayor Floyd went on to congratulate William Volk, the new Fire Chief. She stated Chris LaCroix will be Deputy Chief and other officers were elected as well. She went on to say, during last week’s bad weather the Fire Department responded for 24 hours straight and she is proud of the Woodbury team, OEM, Fire, Police, and Public Works. The Governor’s office also was on hand to help. The Fireworks Committee will be meeting June 27th. She thanked Councilwoman Miller, Juneteenth, and the Afro-American History Project for all of their hard work. She stated Art in the Street begins next week. She then concluded stating June was also Pride month and Woodbury Community Pride just held their BBQ. 

Report of the City Clerk – Ms. Fuss reported on the progress of the following: submission of the 2019 MEI, Website updates, An interactive online map, What’s Up Woodbury, Trash schedule changes for next week, Atrium liquor license, and working with Ms. Swanson. She finished by giving a quick review of the Classic Towns Trolley Tour. 

Department Announcements
Rich Leidy – Reported the trash schedule changes and stated the kids summer program started today.
Bob Law – Finance – Electronic Tax sale went well and Over 900,000 dollars received. He stated the budget will be on next meeting. He then gave an update on recent grants received by the city. He then asked the finance committee to set up a date when discussions can be had regarding BOND ordinances. He stated cyber policies are being discussed and resolutions are being prepared for the next meeting. He finished by stating John Campbell will be hosting the Coffee Clatch at the GATHER building tomorrow. Discussion was held on the upcoming cyber security policies. Councilwoman Tierney inquired about Mr. Wright’s absence. Mr. Law stated that more cyber training will be coming soon. Councilman Hagerty stated the 2020 budget should be expected to include funds for higher for security.  
Erika Vardaxis – Engineer – W. Centre is finalizing their work. Pioneer Pipe has paved glover. West Red Bank preconstruction meeting will be held July 8th. 2018 Local roads paving should be resuming shortly. She reported a sinkhole by the train tracks and emergency work going on now. Councilman Fleming asked a question regarding Well 1A. Mayor Floyd asked if we should expect to get the FEMA money for the sinkhole. Discussion continued on funding for the repairs to the sinkhole. Councilman McIlvaine asked to speak with Erika offline about the green acres projects.

Councilman McIlvaine made a motion to approve the hire of Franklin Brown as the City Administrator; seconded by Councilman Hagerty. 
Councilman Johnson asked that the full council interview each and all of the applicants and be sent all resumes in the future. Councilwoman Tierney asked why the appointment of Mr. Brown was not done by resolution. Mr. Alice stated a resolution does not need to be done as this is a Mayoral appointment. Councilwoman Tierney asked for a total salary as well as contract information. Council President Parker stated he will be bound by a 1 year contract, base salary is set at $90,000 and he will also receive $10,000 for being the Fire Administrator. She stated health benefits and retirement are not being offered to Mr. Brown from the City. Council President Parker stated the full contract information will be sent to all of council as soon as possible. Motion to approve the hire of Mr. Franklin Brown was passed by a roll call vote resulting in the following:
