


     MINUTES OF COUNCIL MEETING HELD
AUGUST 13, 2019
AT 33 DELAWARE STREET, WOODBURY, NJ  08096

The meeting of August 13, 2019 was called to order by Council President Parker at 7:00 pm. Council President Parker led the Pledge of Allegiance followed by a Moment of Reflection.
  
Open Public Meeting Statement

Councilman Fleming made a motion to approve the minutes of July 9th and July 23rd; seconded by Councilwoman O’Conner. Motion carried by unanimous voice vote.

Ms. Fuss read the title of the resolution. On motion of Councilman Fleming, seconded by Councilman McIlvaine Resolution 19-132 was adopted by unanimous voice vote.

Councilwoman O’Connor read a brief biography for Officer Weatherby. Ms. Fuss preformed the Oath of Office.
Officer Weatherby thanked Chief Ryan and the City Council for the opportunity and stated he is excited to get started.
Councilwoman O’Connor read a brief biography for Officer Magee. Ms. Fuss preformed the Oath of Office. Officer Magee thanked Chief Ryan and the City Council for the opportunity and stated he is excited to be back in Woodbury.
Chief Ryan explained the new regulations for SLEO III’s and the experience they can bring to the schools. He gave his support to the 3 new officers as well as Officer Ryan Alcott. He then thanked Council for their continued support for the police department. There was a brief recess to excuse the new officers and their families. 

Amanda White and Laura Trujillo of Bestbuds LLC gave a brief presentation asking council to consider signing a letter of support for their alternate care facility. Ms. White stated she grew up in Woodbury and now she and her two partners would like to open their business within the City.  Ms. White explained Bestbuds LLC is a women and minority owned business looking to be part of the revitalization of downtown Woodbury. It is a medical marijuana facility looking to operate out of 18 Curtis Avenue. Councilman Fleming asked if it was a recreational facility; Ms. White replied no. Councilwoman O’Conner asked what their experience was like in medical marijuana industry. Ms. White stated they will be hiring a general manager who will be very familiar with the process. Councilwoman Tierney asked why Bestbuds is proposing 18 Curtis Avenue.  Ms. White replied stating the application requires the full ownership of the building and her family owns this particular location. Council President Parker stated she would like to see this go to Planning Board; Councilman McIlvaine agreed. Discussion was held regarding the current zoning approvals. Councilman Hagerty asked what the timeline is for permitting. Discussion was held with regard to the state application processes. Council thanked them for their presentation. 

Open to the Public for Agenda Items

Anthony Kiesa rugby place – Is the bond ordinance for water and sewer revitalizing the system or privatizing the system? Councilman Fleming responded. 

Nancy Lacroix 302 Edith Ave – Water and Sewer ordinance, does this include Edit Ave drainage? And what is the status of the easement letters. Ms. Vardaxis replied.

Councilman McIlvaine made a motion to close the floor to the public, seconded by Councilman Hagerty.  Motion approved by a unanimous voice vote.

Resolutions, Ordinances

Councilman Fleming distributed a spreadsheet describing the proposed capital budgets. He went over some of the items within the spreadsheet. He went on to say, some of the items planned for 2019 have been moved to 2020 because of the emergency water/sewer repairs that need to be done this year.  Councilwoman Tierney asked for a list of the roads to be paved in 2019-20. Ms. Vardaxis stated she will send the list out tomorrow. Discussion was then held on the water/sewer lines maintenance, repairs and possible increase in the water/sewer usage fees.

Councilman Hagerty reported on property maintenance, housing, and code enforcement.
Councilwoman O’Connor stated public safety has been very active with all of the local storms. She thanked the Police, Fire, Public Works teams. She also reported National Night Out went very well and Mayor Floyd made an appearance in the dunk-tank. Councilwoman O’Connor stated the Emergency management has met. She thanked Council for appointing the SLEO IIIs for the schools. She stated the Committee is now preparing for the City’s fall events.
Councilwoman Tierney thanked Mr. Alice for getting the information together regarding alcohol in public areas. Discussion was held regarding scheduling fall events within the Gather building.

Report of the Mayor – Mayor Floyd absent no report. 

Report of the City Clerk – Ms. Fuss reminded council that this is the only meeting this month and the next regularly scheduled meeting is September 10th. 
Ms. Fuss went on to say the YMCA of Gloucester County is requesting permission to hold a bingo and a basket raffle on Saturday, December 7th. Proceeds for the event will be used to help fund youth programs, swimming programs, summer camps, after school services, and scholarships. Ms. Fuss asked for a voice vote to approve the raffle and bingo for the YMCA. Councilman Councilwoman Tierney made a motion to approve the Bingo and Raffle for the YMCA as stated; seconded by Councilman Fleming. 
Ms. Fuss mentioned Public Work’s new employee David Diaz who has replaces Kyle Jones. Ms. Fuss reported the New Jersey League of Municipalities Conference is November 19th through 21st. She asked all councilmembers who wish to go to let her know as soon as possible for preregistration. 


Department Announcements
Erika Vardaxis – Engineer – Ms. Vardaxis reported 2018 roads project is continuing. Myrtle Ave is next to be paved followed by High St.. Ms. Vardaxis stated West Red Bank Avenue will be closing soon for the completion of the project.
Chief Thomas Ryan – Police – Chief Ryan thanked the council for appointment of the three (3) new SLOE III’s for the Board of Education. He stated National Night out was a success and that the event would not have come to fruition without Capitan Marro and Lieutenant Boucher. Many officers came out to volunteer their time during the event as well. He then thanked those councilpersons who came out to the event. Chief Ryan then stated the Emergency management office has met to discuss the multiple storms. Chief Ryan announced the recently advertised Everbridge system that is available to all residents of the city to sign up for notifications regarding emergencies, traffic, etc.

John Belko 605 Delaware street – Mr. Belko stated the FAF concert series is over for the season. Mr. Belko thanked the Public Works and Police departments as well as City Council for all of their help and support. He stated a lot of work has been done in the area with the partial installation of the musical playground and the landscaping is coming along as well.

Chuck Rose 306 W. Centere Street – Mr. Rose asked why is there an old fence up around the FAF building.  Councilwoman Tierney it was donated and repurposed. It will be painted. 

Anthony Kiease – Cooper and Rugby is there a way to not block the intersections. Did the city do the curbing? Ms. Vardaxis replied.

Robert Baker – Neighbor of Kathryn Elizabeth Jacob Jones will be celebrating her 105th birthday on the 21st at 12:00 at the Atrium. All councilmembers are invited to celebrate with her. 

John Folmer 548 Hunter Street. – Asked why there are surveyor stakes at Stewart Lake Park. Councilman Fleming replied stating there is a Green acres grant for a possible path around the lake. Councilman McIlvaine stated the path is due to go from Rotary Park all the way down the lake system. Councilman Fleming went on to say this is still in the beginning stages. 

John Belko – Mr. Belko clarified the amount budgeted for the GATHER building and what was spent. He stated grants are still coming in to fund the projects. Discussion was held on the budgeted amount of the project. 

Seeing no one else, Councilman Hagerty  made a motion to close the floor, seconded by Councilman Councilwoman O’Conner . Motion approved by a unanimous voice vote.
