Councilman Fleming stated Finance and Public Safety have been meeting on contracts and things seem to be moving along quite well. Councilman Fleming thanked Mr. Brown for all of his work with the municipal court.
Councilman Hagerty discussed the hard work by the Code Enforcement and Housing Inspection Department. He read brief review of 2018/2019 comparisons.
Councilwoman Carter stated Woodbury Basketball started this Saturday at the YMCA. She also stated baseball sign-ups are staring in February. 
Councilwoman Miller attended the basketball games at the YMCA and was pleased to see so many families. 

Report of the Mayor – Mayor Floyd thanked Chief Ryan stating she had the honor of attending retired Detective Sergeant Kimmel’s Service. She stated she was impressed with the turnout from the Woodbury City Police Department. Mayor Floyd stated the mural on Broad Street will soon be replaced. 

Report of the City Clerk – Ms. Fuss has no report at this time. 

Department Announcements
Erika Vardaxis – Engineer – Ms. Vardaxis reported Well 1A, West Red Bank, Edith drainage, all completed. Arawak will be up for appointment for the 2019 Roads project at the next meeting. She also stated she should have information from NJ Dam Safety by the end of the month. 
Tom Ryan – Police – Chief Ryan reported he is proud of the department for their charity work. He stated SLEO III McGee was able to work with the American Legion for a donation of bike helmets to be handed out at the schools. Chief Ryan then gave a brief history of retired Detective Sergeant Kimmel and his accomplishments for his Country and the City. He went on to thank the Council for the promotion of Officer Urban. Councilman McIlvaine asked if there have been any other businesses/residents who have joined in on the Camera System. Chief Ryan stated he is still looking to expand.

Councilman McIlvaine replied.

Jared Hunter 23 N. Drexell – Mr. Hunter thanked Councilman Johnson, Councilwoman O’Connor, and Councilwoman Miller for attending the Heart and Soul presentation. Mr. Hunter will be working with FAF and will be working with the city on behalf of FAF in the future. 

John Fulmer 548 Hunter Street – Stated he sent a list of recommendations from the home owners to the City regarding the Stewart Lake project and hopes the council is taking them into consideration.
