Councilman Hagerty stated the Neighborhood Preservation Plan (NPP) has been approved and is on the website. He thanked Mr. Leech, Cassidy Swanson, and Franklin Brown. A lighting demonstration was held regarding lighting in the NPP area. Councilman Hagerty also stated a Market Study and GAP Analysis was done regarding the NPP zone and is also on the website. 
Councilwoman Miller stated she was at the Evergreen School and read to a class in celebration of Black History Month. She would like to praise the teachers and the principle for all of their dedication.

Report of the Mayor – Mayor Floyd met with the new leader of the Woodbury Community Pride and is looking forward to working with her in the future.  She stated she also attended a networking event at Eight and Sand with the Gloucester County Chamber of Commerce and it had a nice turnout. Mayor Floyd stated the 21st Century Club at the Jr./Sr. High School has been taking tours of the city municipal buildings and offices. The 2020 census data collection will start at the beginning of the month. Mayor Floyd finished by stating the movie in the park will be on August 15th at Gather.

Report of the City Clerk – Ms. Fuss reminded everyone that the City offices will be closed on Monday February 17th in honor of President’s Day. She went on to give a brief report of the rabies clinic held January 11th. She also stated she attended a county meeting regarding this year’s election and is preparing for a large turnout. Ms. Fuss stated she is compiling a list of actions the Green Team can take to get the Bronze Certification through Sustainable Jersey again this year. Ms. Fuss finished by stating Woodbury has been selected to host the 2020 Earth Day Community Clean-Up on April 25th by the Gloucester County Improvement Authority. 

Department Announcements
Erika Vardaxis – Engineer – Ms. Vardaxis thanked the Council for approving the resolutions. She stated contracts for these projects will be coming soon. Councilman Merinuk asked why there were so little bids for the W. Red Bank project. Ms. Vardaxis replied. Councilwoman Miller asked if the playground requires DEP and Green Acre approvals before the city can go to bid. 
Tom Ryan – Police – Chief Ryan thanked the council for the proclamation and promotion. He stated there will be a detailed 2019 annual report coming out soon that will be added to the website.
