Councilwoman Miller thanked the Mayor for coming out to the Black Heritage event this past Sunday. 

Report of the Mayor – Mayor Floyd stated there will be no Planning and Zoning Board meeting this week. She stated she would like approval from Council for a Proclamation to be done on the first meeting in April recognizing April as Autism Awareness Month. 

Report of the City Clerk – Ms. Fuss distributed her report to council and gave a brief synopsis of the information.

Department Announcements
Erika Vardaxis – Engineer – Ms. Vardaxis thanked the Council for approving the resolutions. She then gave a brief update on current and future projects. 
Tom Ryan – Police – Chief Ryan reported the shared Court with Deptford at the County are running smoothly. Councilwoman O’Connor thanked Chief Ryan and his officers for working hard to make the transition of the courts as seamless as possible.

Unfinished Business No unfinished business at this time.

New Business Administrator Brown received a request by an independent filming company to use City property located at the site of the Old Police Station. Discussion was held on whether or not to allow the film company to use the property. Councilman Merinuk made a motion to approve the request with the assistance of the City Solicitor, seconded by Councilwoman O’Connor. Motion approved by unanimous voice vote.
Administrator Brown also received the resignation of Fire Chief Bill Volk. Mayor Floyd stated she would like to honor Mr. Volk before he moves out of the City.

Gwen Valvardi 649 Cooper St – Ms. Valvardi thanked the Council and Police Department for putting up the slow down sign on Cooper. Chief Ryan stated permanent signs will be going up soon.

Kathryn Kaiser 1147 Tatum St. – Ms. Kaiser stated she works with Action Together New Jersey. She stated she is trying to cover the hard to count areas and spread the word about the 2020 Census.
