Committee Reports

Report of the Mayor – Mayor Floyd congratulated the Woodbury High School Girls Basketball team on their accomplishment. She stated she would like to have proclamations and awards done for the girls. Mayor Floyd stated the Office of Emergency Management is in communication with the County to stay alert with the COVID-19 virus information and a lot of the schools are also on alert as well. Pastor DeShields is holding a Public Servants Service this Sunday to honor all those who serve their community. She finished by thanking all who attended the NPP meeting last night at Bethel AME. 

Report of the City Clerk – Ms. Fuss distributed her report to council and gave a brief synopsis of the information.

Department Announcements
Tom Ryan – Police – Chief Ryan  stated the police are doing everything possible to prepare for COVID-19. Information is available on the City and County websites. Chief Ryan reminded everyone to prepare, not panic. Chief Ryan also stated Lieutenant Palese is due to retire in less than a year and will be honored at 10 am at Bethlehem Baptist Church. School Resource Officer (SRO) Ryan Alcott was selected to speak in Florida at the SRO Convention in July. 
Robert Law – Stated he and the Finance Committee are working on the budget. He stated there will be meetings in the next few weeks to review with council. The City should be able to introduce on April 8th. He also thanked Council for allowing the JIF presentation as well as Kelli Marro for all of her hard work. He finished by reminding council that March 24th is the last Elected Officials Training in Vineland.
