Open Public Meeting Statement
Ms. Fuss read the Open Public Meetings Act Statement. This is a regular meeting of the City Council of the City of Woodbury.  Due notice of this meeting provided to the press and public by posting and publication of Resolution #20-05 adopted at the 2020 Reorganization Meeting on January 7, 2020. Due to the current COVID-19 pandemic, Governor Phil Murphy signed Executive orders No. 107 and 108, which took effect on March 21, 2020. Executive Order 107 directs residents of the State of New Jersey to stay home with limited exceptions.  Executive Order 108 establishes a statewide social mitigation strategy. Due to these Executive Orders the City of Woodbury has made it possible for public participation in City Business via an electronic format as defined in the Open Public Meetings.
