The meeting of May 13, 2020 was called to order by Council President Pro-Tempore Hagerty at 6:30 pm. Council President Pro-Tempore Hagerty led the Pledge of Allegiance followed by a Moment of Reflection.
  
Open Public Meeting Statement
Ms. Fuss read the Open Public Meetings Act Statement. This is a regular meeting of the City Council of the City of Woodbury.  Due notice of this meeting provided to the press and public by posting and publication of Resolution #20-05 adopted at the 2020 Reorganization Meeting on January 7, 2020. Due to the current COVID-19 pandemic, Governor Phil Murphy signed Executive orders No. 107 and 108, which took effect on March 21, 2020. Executive Order 107 directs residents of the State of New Jersey to stay home with limited exceptions.  Executive Order 108 establishes a statewide social mitigation strategy. Due to these Executive Orders the City of Woodbury has made it possible for public participation in City Business via an electronic format as defined in the Open Public Meetings. The agenda for tonight’s meeting is being displayed on your screen. Or if you prefer, it can be found on the City of Woodbury’s website at www.woodbury.nj.us. Ms. Fuss then gave instruction on how the public sessions would be run, to ensure everyone who wishes to speak has a chance to do so.

Open to the Public
Councilman McIlvaine made a motion to open the floor to the public for non-agenda items, seconded by Councilman Fleming. Motion approved by a unanimous voice vote. 

Charles Hughes 31 N Childs Street – Mr. Hughes stated they will not be holding Memorial Day service throughout the City as usual. Mr. Hughes will livestream it to the general public with only 7 people on location. Councilman McIlvaine stated he is in favor of this. Mayor Floyd stated Chief Ryan was asked to hold answers until we hear back from the County on the matter to ensure everyone is in compliance. She stated she will have an answer for Mr. Hughes shortly. Council President Pro-Tempore Hagerty asked Administrator Brown and Ms. Swanson to respond. Councilman Fleming asked Mr. Hughes to ensure when publicizing he ensures there is specifications on how to attend virtually.

Robert Butler 534 Hunter Street – Mr. Butler asked what the progress is of the dam repairs. Administrator Brown replied. Mr. Butler then asked when the Stuart Lake Project will begin. Administrator Brown stated late summer to mid fall was the discussion prior to the pandemic. Mr. Butler then asked if the project has been forwarded to the Green Acres Director. Administrator Brown replied. Mr. Butler asked why he has not received a letter for the project? Administrator Brown responded. 

Catherine Kaiser 1147 Tatum Street – Ms. Kaiser asked if street sweeping be reinstituted in the City? Administrator Brown responded. Council President Pro-tempore Hagerty asked if we can get notices out of what streets will be swept and when. 

John Fulmer, 548 Hunter Street – Asked for clarification regarding the type of base used for the path and the position of the lights, benches, and trash cans. Administrator Brown replied stating there are items that can be changed and items that cannot due to Department of Environmental Protection and other state regulations which had been outlined in the correspondence sent to Mr. Fulmer previously this year. Mr. Brown stated the minor request can be reviewed. Mr. Fulmer stated he will continue to believe the path will damage the area. However, if the benches, trash cans and lights moved away from the residential area he will accept that as a negotiation settlement. 

Robert Butler – 534 Hunter Street – Stated he would like to have an assurance that the benches and the lights will be moved so they are not intrusive on the adjoining properties.

Councilman McIlvaine made a motion to close the floor, seconded by Councilman Johnson. Motion approved by a unanimous voice vote. 

Mayor Floyd stated we are on week 8 of the governor’s lock-in. She thanked Administrator Brown and department heads working on skeleton crews for ensuring that the City is still running effectively. She stated these are trying circumstances and unprecedented times and she appreciates everyone’s efforts. Councilwoman O’Connor stated she supports that as well.
