The meeting of June 10, 2020 was called to order by Council President Parker at 6:33 pm. Council President Pro-Tempore Hagerty led the Pledge of Allegiance followed by a Moment of Reflection.
  
Open Public Meeting Statement
Ms. Fuss read the Open Public Meetings Act Statement. This is a regular meeting of the City Council of the City of Woodbury.  Due notice of this meeting provided to the press and public by posting and publication of Resolution #20-05 adopted at the 2020 Reorganization Meeting on January 7, 2020. Due to the current COVID-19 pandemic, Governor Phil Murphy signed Executive orders No. 107 and 108, which took effect on March 21, 2020. Executive Order 107 directs residents of the State of New Jersey to stay home with limited exceptions.  Executive Order 108 establishes a statewide social mitigation strategy. Due to these Executive Orders the City of Woodbury has made it possible for public participation in City Business via an electronic format as defined in the Open Public Meetings. Ms. Fuss then gave instruction on how the public sessions would be run, to ensure everyone who wishes to speak has a chance to do so.

She stated there will be more community groups and policy adjustments coming soon.

John Leech – Code Enforcement – Mr. Leech stated the City did receive a grant in the amount of 74,000. He stated he will host a meeting to discuss future projects. 
Erika Vardaxis – Engineer – DOT Municipal Aid Project for this year will be Progress Avenue from Broad Street to the dead end. The concrete work is completed on Railroad and other local roads; paving to begin shortly. 
Bob Law – Finance – Mr. Law stated he met with Ms. Vardaxis and Mr. Brown to discuss the capital budget. 
Chief Ryan – Police – Chief Ryan thanked the residents for everything they did to make the rally on Saturday a good day. He also thanked the Council and Mayor for speaking during the event. He is proud of his officers for doing all they do now for the community and will be looking into doing more. 
Richard Leidy – Public Works – Mr. Leidy reported the department is still working on the cleanup from the storm and will be working on it the rest of the week. He also stated the shred event held Saturday went well. There were 153 Cars in 3 hours and social distancing measures were in place. 
Frank Brown – Administrator – Mr. Brown attended a virtual County Administrator’s meeting this morning. He also stated he and Mr. Law are continuing to work on the budget and will be scheduling small meetings with Council to discuss. He reminded all that the Fire Department is currently recruiting volunteer fire fighters.
