Open Public Meeting Statement
Ms. Fuss read the Open Public Meetings Act Statement. This is a regular meeting of the City Council of the City of Woodbury.  Due notice of this meeting provided to the press and public by posting and publication of Resolution #20-05 adopted at the 2020 Reorganization Meeting on January 7, 2020. Due to the current COVID-19 pandemic, Governor Phil Murphy signed Executive Orders No. 107 and 108, which took effect on March 21, 2020. Councilwoman Miller reported the Senior Vouchers for the Gloucester County Farmers Market are available. The information will be made available on the website shortly. The County has also increased the voucher amounts from $30.00 to $60.00.

John Leech – Code Enforcement – Mr. Leech gave a report on the Code and Housing violations for the month of June. He also stated, beginning shortly, when violations are given, photographs will be taken of the property before issuing a violation.
Erika Vardaxis – Engineer – Ms. Vardaxis gave a brief update on ongoing projects and welcomed any questions. 
Bob Law – Finance – Mr. Law has nothing further to report.
Chief Ryan – Police – No report at this time
Richard Leidy – Public Works – Absent, no report.
Michelle Yeager – Library – Ms. Yeager stated the library is continuing curbside pick-up. She also stated Story Time in the Park went well and had 15 attendees. She went on to say the Summer reading contest will be coming up for kids, teens and adults. Craft kits available as well at the library. She finalized by saying the Library has received a COVID – 19 Grant $15,000 and meetings will be held on where to allocate the money.
Frank Brown – Administrator – Mr. Brown stated the Woodbury Fire Department responded to a fire in Woodbury Heights this afternoon. Construction is taking place all around town and we are doing our best to keep the public informed. He asked the engineer to be mindful of the detours from current projects when scheduling new projects.
